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SECTION 02579


PAVED AREA RECYCLING

1.  SCOPE:  The requirements of this section supplement those contained in Sections:  PAVEMENT MARKING; BITUMINOUS PAVING FOR ROADS, STREETS, AND OPEN STORAGE AREAS; ASPHALTIC BITUMINOUS HEAVY-DUTY PAVEMENT (CENTRAL-PLANT MIX); AGGREGATE BASE COURSE; AND GRADING.

2.  MATERIALS:  Shall consist of material obtained from recycling of the existing pavement as well as the material specified hereinafter.

2.1  BASE COURSE material shall comply with requirements of section 02722: AGGREGATE BASE COURSE.

2.2  TACK COAT/PRIME COAT material shall comply with requirements of Section 02558:  BITUMINOUS TACK AND PRIME COATS. 

2.3  ASPHALTIC CONCRETE mix shall comply with requirements of Section 02551: BITUMINOUS PAVING FOR ROADS, STREETS AND OPEN STORAGE AREAS and Section 02556: ASPHALTIC BITUMINOUS HEAVEY-DUTY PAVEMENT (CENTRAL-PLANT MIX).

2.4  PAVEMENT MARKINGS material shall comply with requirements of section 02580:  PAVEMENT MARKINGS.

3.  WEATHER LIMITATIONS, MIXING, TRANSPORTATION OF BITUMINOUS MIXTURE, all shall comply with corresponding paragraphs in Section 02551: BITUMINOUS PAVING FOR ROADS, STREETS AND OPEN STORAGE AREAS and Section 02556:  ASPHALTIC BITUMINOUS HEAVEY-DUTY PAVEMENT (CENTRAL-PLANT MIX).

4.  PREPARATION OF EXISTING SITE:  Existing asphalt surface and base materials shall be removed by pulverizing to the depth as indicated on the drawings, to produce the profile indicated and to install surface course as shown on the drawings.  Excess pulverized surface and subsurface materials shall be dumped in designated areas, for later reuse.  Fill for embankment, if required, shall be borrowed from designated borrow areas in accordance with appropriate paragraphs of Section 02200:  GRADING.  All excavation shall be considered unclassified. Proper completion of the subgrade may require stockpiling or windrowing of pulverized materials during compaction.  Subgrade shall be compacted to 95% ASTM D 1557, Method B or D. Contractor shall be responsible for blue topping to match existing surface or profile as provided on the drawings.

5.  BASE COURSE:  The base course shall be constructed in accordance with section 02722:  AGGREGATE BASE COURSE to the thickness indicated on the plans. Each layer of aggregate base course shall be compacted to a density of not less than 100% of laboratory maximum density determined in accordance with ASTM D 1557, Method B or D.

6. TACK COAT/PRIME COAT:  The finished base course shall be primed with emulsified asphalt in a quantity within the limits 0.15 to 0.40 gallons per square yard of residual asphalt.  Should traffic or rain occur in the interim 

between application of the prime coat and surface course laydown, during which time the prime coat loses the ability to bond the surface and base courses, the COR may direct that a tack coat be applied to the primed base in accordance with Section 02558:  BITUMINOUS TACK AND PRIME COATS.  No additional payment shall be allowed as the Contractor shall be responsible for vigorous pursuit of the work and timely application of the finished surface.

7.  SHOULDERS:  The shoulders adjacent to the reconstructed pavement shall be regraded and compacted with select borrow material in accordance with Section 02200:  GRADING.  Compaction for the shoulders shall be minimum of 95% of ASTM D 1557, Method B or D. 

8.  PAVEMENT MARKING:  Striping shall be restored as shown on the plans, in accordance with Section 02580:  PAVEMENT MARKINGS.
