PROPOSAL SUBMISSION INSTRUCTIONS

TELECOMMUNICATIONS OUTSIDE PLANT

BASIC ORDERING AGREEMENT 


1.  TIME FOR SUBMISSION:  See Block 8 of the Standard Form 1449.

2.  TIME FOR ACCEPTANCE:  Proposal(s) and prices offered shall remain valid for a period of 60 DAYS from the date of the Contractor's offer.

3.  PROPOSAL FORMAT:  Proposals shall be submitted in two (2) separate Volumes and in the quantities set forth below:


VOLUME I -  TECHNICAL PROPOSAL: (original and 3 copies) and shall cover:

    

Part A - Understanding the Work to be Performed;



Part B - Contractor Experience; and



Part C - Quality Control.


VOLUME II - PAST PERFORMANCE: (original and 1 copy).

4.  CONTENT OF PROPOSALS:  Contents of proposals shall be as follows: 

4.1.  VOLUME I, Part A,  UNDERSTANDING THE  WORK TO BE PERFORMED shall contain:

4.1.1.  A written discussion of offeror's proposed approach to meet the Sample Task Order and identification of any specific requirement which may not be met.

4.1.2.  A breakdown of labor detail and material (QUANTITIES ONLY - NO COST).  

4.1.3.  A breakdown and explanation of the logistical support, i.e., trailers, potable water, telephones, vehicles (petroleum, oil and lubrication, maintenance), portable restroom facilities (as required), safety equipment, etc., (without reference to costs).

4.1.4.  A breakdown and explanation of any subcontract effort identifying the nature and extent of work or materials, etc., which may be involved (without reference to cost).

4.2.  VOLUME I, Part B, CONTRACTOR EXPERIENCE shall contain:

4.2.1.  A listing and synopsis of  corporate and management work experience covered by Government contracts for similar work .  If the corporate and management personnel have not previously furnished these services to the Government, the proposal shall contain a listing of commercial experience of similar work.   The experience shall provide a synopsis of information about corporate and management job experience, length of experience,  and provide information on any unique training or educational or technical degrees attained.

4.3.  VOLUME I, Part C, QUALITY CONTROL shall contain a copy of the Offeror’s most recent Quality Control Plan which should cover:

4.3.1.  Specific inspection techniques used, and methods used for taking corrective action and methods for ensuring non-repetitive errors.

4.3.2.  Description of interface and communication method(s) between the Contractor and it’s customer.

4.3.3.  Process for providing documentation and reports, e.g., inspection records, submittals, samples, test results, operation and maintenance manuals, excavation and utility clearances, Accident Prevention Plan, Material Safety Data Sheets, personnel security clearances, site security, etc., required to adequately control and execute contract requirements.

4.4.  VOLUME II, Part A  - PAST PERFORMANCE shall contain a listing and synopsis of past performance on work  covered by Government contracts for similar telecommunications work during the past three (3) years.  If the offeror has not previously furnished these services to the Government, the proposal shall contain a listing of similar commercial experience in telecommunications work during the past three (3) years.  The past performance shall list the following information:   

4.4.1.  Procurement Activity (or commercial source) full Name and Address.

4.4.2.  Procuring Contracting Officer's (or commercial source) name and current telephone and facsimile number.

4.4.3.  Activity Contract Number(s).

4.4.4.  Type of Contract (e.g., fixed price, cost-plus, incentive, etc.).

4.4.5.  Total Award Cost/Price.

4.4.6.  Final Cost/Price at completion.

4.4.7.  Performance Time/Period or Delivery Schedule.

4.4.8.  The past performance submission shall provide a brief synopsis of information about each job, provide information on any unique features of the job, discuss complexities of the job, difficulties encountered, difficulties overcome, and the technical and engineering skills employed under each job.

4.4.9.  The past performance submission shall identify the management techniques and controls normally applied by the Offeror to ensure product quality, timeliness of response to delivery order requests, management notice of problem areas, and specific inspection techniques utilized on the job.  

4.5.  COST PROPOSAL:  A cost breakdown is not required since competition is anticipated.  Additional information may be requested by the Contracting Officer if needed.  Submission of cost shall be comprised of the completed sections of the Request for Proposal (RFP) to include the signed and dated Standard Form 1449; the completed 1 LUMP SUM PRICE inserted in the Pricing Schedule (Page 2 of the solicitation); and the completed Offeror Certifications and Representations.

5.  CERTIFIED COST OR PRICING DATA:  Certified Cost and Pricing Data is not requested under this solicitation inasmuch as the Contracting Office anticipates adequate price competition.  However, in the event the Contracting Officer subsequently determines that price competition is inadequate , certified cost and pricing data may be requested in compliance with law and regulations.

6.  OFFEROR'S RESPONSIVENESS: 

6.1.  The offeror is reminded that a proposal is presumed to represent the offeror's best efforts to respond to the solicitation.  Any inconsistency, whether real or apparent, between the promised performance, and cost or price, should be explained in the proposal.  For example, if the intended use of new and innovative techniques is the basis for apparently low offer, the nature of these techniques and their impact on cost or price should be explained by the offeror; or if a corporate policy decision has been made to absorb a portion of the estimated cost; that should be explained within the proposal.

6.2.  Any inconsistency, if unexplained, which raises a fundamental issue of the offeror's understanding of the nature and scope of the work required and financial capability to perform the contract, may be grounds for proposal rejection.  The burden of proof as to cost credibility rests with the offeror.

7.  LIMITATION ON SIZE OF PROPOSALS:  Proposals shall be as brief as possible but sufficiently detailed to completely and adequately describe what is proposed.  Pages should not exceed 8-1/2 inches in width and 11 inches in length.  Fold-out pages are permitted as required to adequately describe the offer.

8.  DEVIATIONS:  Offerors shall comply with all requirements of the proposal submission instructions.  Deviations shall be fully explained; however, inclusion of cost/price information within Volume I - Past Performance or submitting the information required under the two (2) separate volumes within a single volume is NOT considered an acceptable deviation.  
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
