GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

1.1  ACCESSORIES OR INCIDENTALS

1.2  BACKGROUND INFORMATION

Yuma Arizona is situated in the southwest corner of the state, across the Colorado River from California and about 20 miles from Mexico.  Yuma Proving Ground is located approximately 30 miles north of Yuma, along U. S. Highway 95.  The terrain around Yuma is desert.  Daytime high temperatures in this area average around 105 degrees F in the summer (temperatures of 115 are not uncommon) and 70 degrees F in the winter with lows averaging 76 and 47 respectively.  Annual rainfall is less than four inches.

1.2.1  HOURS OF OPERATION

Yuma Proving Ground is currently on a 4-day workweek.  Normal hours of operation are 6:30 AM to 5:00 PM, Monday through Thursday, excluding legal public holidays listed in Part II paragraph 2.2.5.  If abatement work is required in occupied buildings, this work may be scheduled during other than normal hours of operation.  This situation, if arises, will not result in additional costs to the Government and be in compliance with applicable labor laws.

1.3  PERSONNEL

The contractor shall provide a work force possessing the skills, knowledge and training to satisfactorily perform the services required by this contract.

The Government will make final review and acceptance of the plan.  Changes to the plan shall be submitted to the COR not later than 10 calendar days prior to the effective date of change.  The basic tenet of the plan is that the contractor is responsible for quality.  All methods, procedures and forms shall support this concept.  If the contractor’s system fails to produce acceptable results, the Government may direct changes in the plan or take other actions as necessary to assure contract compliance, at the contractor’s expense.  Inspection and testing by the Government does not relieve the contractor of his responsibilities unless stated in writing.  Nothing expressed or implied in this contract shall be interpreted to limit the contractor’s responsibility to perform sufficient numbers and types of tests and inspections to assure that all work meets contract requirements.  The quality Control Plan shall comply with the following:

1.5.1  STRUCTURE

Be structured to assure independence from any other part of the contractor’s organization.

1.5.2  ACCONTABILITY

Have direct accountability to the contractor’s top management.

1.5.3  ADMINISTRATION

Explain thoroughly the relationship between project management and administration.

1.5.4  IMPLEMENTATION

To be a comprehensive plan that delivers quality services to the Government the plan shall have as a minimum, three phases as described below:

Preparatory Phase—This phase shall be performed prior to beginning work on each task and shall include a review of the task scope of work, review of applicable specifications, assurance that all submittals have been submitted and approved and review of required safety procedures.

Initial Phase—This phase shall be performed at the beginning of work to insure that materials, equipment, workmanship and safety procedures are being carried out in accordance with applicable specifications and safety regulations.

Follow-up Phase—The contractor shall continue to monitor the quality of work, correct deficiencies and perform required tests through the completion of work.

1.5.5  DESCRIPTION OF QUALITY CONTROL METHODS

Describe methods of identifying deficiencies in the quality of services performed under this contract before the level of performance becomes unacceptable and address processes for corrective actions without dependence upon Government direction.

1.5.6  INSPECTION SCHEDULE OR SYSTEM

Establish an inspection system covering all services required by this contract.  This system shall specify areas to be inspected on either a scheduled or unscheduled basis and the title of the individual who will be performing the inspection.

1.5.7  DOCUMENTATION

The Quality Control Plan shall include documentation of all contractor quality control inspections and corrective actions.  Documentation shall be maintained throughout the life of this contract.

1.6  QUALITY ASSURANCE

The Government will monitor the contractor’s performance under this contract in accordance with the inspection clauses included to determine acceptance of work performed.

1.7  PHYSICAL SECURITY RESPONSIBILITIES

The contractor shall be pecuniarily liable for any damage to, or loss of, privately owned property as a result of negligence on the part of the contractor or his employees during performance of work under this contract.  The Government will not effect repairs to privately owned property under the terms of this contract.  Consequently, any repairs made to privately owned property by the contractor shall be at the contractor’s risk and expense and will not be a liability to the Government.

1.7.1  KEY CONTROL

The contractor shall be responsible for keys provided to the contractor by the Government.  The contractor shall establish and implement procedures for ensuring that all keys issued are safeguarded and handled in accordance with applicable Army regulations.

1.7.1.1  ACCOUNTABILITY OF KEYS

The contractor shall report any occurrence of duplicated, misplaced or lost keys to the COR within 2 hours after discovery and submit a written report by close of business the following day.  The written report shall provide complete details of the incident.

1.7.1.2  REPLACEMENT OR RE-KEYING REQUIRED

In the event a key is duplicated, misplaced or lost, while in the possession of the contractor, the Government, at the contractor’s expense, will replace all keys for that system.  The contractor shall reimburse the Government for replacement of locks or re-keying required as a result of the incident.

1.8  FRAUD, WASTE AND ABUSE

The contractor shall be responsible for maintaining proper conduct and good discipline within contractor occupied work areas.  Contractor personnel shall be encouraged to be alert to and report suspected situations of fraud, waste and abuse or other intentionally dishonest conduct against the Government when observed during or in the performance of this contract.

1.9  CONSERVATION OF UTILITIES

Contractor personnel shall practice utility conservation and shall operate under conditions that preclude waste of Government furnished water and electricity.

1.10  FIRE PROTECTION

The contractor shall observe all directions for fire prevention and all applicable YPG Fire Regulations.  The contractor is required each day to obtain a hot work permit from the YPG Fire Department prior to start of any hot work.  The contractor shall provide the proper type fire extinguisher at each location where hot work will be performed.

1.11  ACCIDENT REPORTING

The contractor shall immediately report all employee accidents, injuries or occupational illnesses, regardless of severity, to the YPG Safety Office and the COR.  The contractor shall maintain an accurate record of any accidents resulting in injury, death or damage to Government property.

1.12  SAFETY

The contractor shall safeguard and maintain all Government property as well as provide for the safety and well being of personnel employed in the administration of this contract.  The contractor shall comply with provisions of all Federal State and YPG safety regulations.  The contractor shall develop and implement a safety program for employees in accordance with the United States Army Corps of Engineers’ Safety and Health Requirements Manual (EM 385-1-1).  The program must include preparation of an Accident Prevention plan that shall be submitted for review and approval by the YPG Safety Office.  Revisions shall be submitted at least 3 days prior to the effective date of the change.  As a minimum, the Accident Prevention Plan shall address the following:

(1) Purpose

(2) Company policy regarding accident/injury prevention

(3) Responsibilities

(4) Administration

(5) OSHA requirements

(6) Injury and accident report procedures

(7) Hazard communication information, if applicable

(8) Inspections and records

(9) Education and training to include safety meetings.  Copies of all safety meting minutes shall be provided to the COR.

     (10) Incentive awards program for safety records and suggestions

     (11) Fall protection program

1.12.1  RESPONSIBILITY OF SAFETY

The contractor shall assume full responsibility and liability for compliance with all applicable regulations pertaining to health and safety of personnel during the execution of work and shall hold the Government harmless for any action on the contractor’s part or that of the contractor’s employees as well as subcontractors, which may result in injury, illness or death.

1.12.2  OSHA

The contractor shall comply with the Occupational Safety and Health Act (OSHA) in all matters of work performed at YPG.  Contractor personnel shall wear all safety items required by OSHA during the performance of tasks requiring protective equipment or clothing.

1.13  CLASS 1 OZONE DEPLETING SUBSTANCES

Per Section 326 of Public Law 102-484, effective 1 June 1993, specifications and standards cannot require the use of Class 1 Ozone Depleting Substances (ODS) without prior approval.  There are some cases where a specification or standard allows the use of an ODS but does not specifically require its use.  A situation of this type does not require substitution under the law.  If this contract allows, but does not require, the use of a Class 1 ODS, although it is not mandatory for the contractor to use a non-ODS substance, the contractor is encouraged to give preference to using the non-ODS.  

1.14  FILES AND RECORDS

The contractor shall maintain complete and accurate files of documentation, records and reports required under the terms of this contract,  The contractor shall not allow access to the files by any Government agency, non-government agency or individual unless specifically authorized by the Contracting Officer.  Files shall be made available to the Contracting Officer or COR upon request.  All files will become the property of the Government and shall be turned over to the Contracting Officer at the completion or termination of this contract.

1.14.1  MSDS

The contractor shall maintain on file copies of Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) for all materials stored, transported or used on YPG.  The contractor shall also furnish copies of all MSDS’s to the COR.

1.15  DISCLOSURE OF INFORMATION

Neither the contractor nor contractor personnel shall divulge or release data or information developed or obtained under performance of this contract, except to authorized Government personnel, or upon written approval of the Contracting Officer.  Inquiries received by the contractor pertaining to work performed under this contract shall be directed to the Contracting Officer.  The determination of whether records will be released, will remain with the Government.  The contractor shall be responsible for search and submission of records upon request by the Government.  The contractor shall not release any information (including photographs, files, public announcements, statements, denials or confirmations) on any part of the subject matter of this contract or any phase of any program hereunder, without prior written approval from the Contracting Officer.

1.16  SMOKING

There is no smoking allowed in any government facility unless otherwise posted as a designated smoking area.

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

PART II

2  DEFINITIONS 

For the purpose of this contract, the following definitions apply.

2.1  CONTRACT ADMINISTRATOR

The official Government representative delegated authority by the Contracting Officer to administer a contract.  This individual, normally working in an appropriate contracting or procurement career field, advises on all administrative contractual matters.

2.1.1  CONTRACTING OFFICER

A person duly appointed with authority to enter into and administer contracts on behalf of the Government.

2.1.2  CONTRACTING OFFICER’S REPRESENTATIVE (COR)

A person designated in writing by the Contracting Officer to act as an authorized representative of the Contracting Officer to perform specific technical contract functions within the scope and limitations as defined by the Contracting Officer.

2.1.3  CONTRACTOR

The contractor, its subsidiaries and affiliates, joint ventures involving the contractor or any entity which the contractor may have merged or any individual or entity that works for the contractor under this contract.

2.2  TECHNICAL DEFINITIONS

2.2.1  ASTM

American Society for Testing Materials

2.2.2  AUTHORIZED VISITOR

Any visitor to the site whose visit has been authorized by the Government.

2.2.3  CALENDAR DAY

One day, measured from midnight to midnight.

2.2.4  GOVERNMENT

The U. S. Army, Yuma Proving Ground referred to as the Government, YPG, the Contracting Officer or the COR as applicable.

2.2.5  LEGAL PUBLIC HOLIDAYS

Holidays in each calendar year identified as follows:

New Year’s Day, January 1

Martin Luther King’s birthday, the third Monday in January

President’s Day, the third Monday in February

Memorial Day , the last Monday in May

Independence Day, July 4

Labor Day, the first Monday in September

Columbus Day, the second Monday in October

Veteran’s Day, the fourth Thursday in November

Christmas Day, December 25

2.2.6  MSDS

Material Safety Data Sheet, OSHA Form 20 or equivalent form containing health hazard information about chemical products.

2.2.7  OSHA

Occupational Safety and Health Administration

2.3  GOVERNMENT FURNISHED PROPERTY (GFP) AND SERVICES

2.3.1  UTILITIES

The Government will provide and maintain electric and water services that are currently available and in service at the work area.

2.3.2  YPG LANDFILL

The contractor is not authorized to dump contractor generated waste or materials in the YPG Landfill.

2.4  CONTRACTOR FURNISHED ITEMS

The contractor shall furnish all material, property and services not specifically identified as Government furnished, but which are necessary to perform the requirements of this contract.  Contractor furnished material, property and services shall be compatible with existing Government systems.

2.4.1  MATERIALS

The contractor shall deliver all materials in the original packages, containers or bundles bearing the name of the manufacturer, brand name and labeling as required by 29 CFR 1910.1200.  The contractor shall store all materials subject to damage off the ground, away from wet or damp surfaces and under cover sufficient to prevent damage or contamination.  The contractor shall not use damaged or deteriorating materials and shall remove such from the premises.

2.5  SPECIFIC TASKS

The contractor shall be responsible for management duties as delineated in the following tasks:

2.5.1  CONTRACT SUBMITTALS

Prior to commencement of work, the contractor shall provide three copies of each submittal required in sections of the Scope of Work.  

2.5.2  DAILY REPORTS

The contractor shall submit to the COR before noon of the following work day, a report showing work accomplished, general weather and site conditions, problems or delays encountered and any other information deemed pertinent.  The job site supervisor shall report to the COR daily to discuss work progress.

2.5.3  PRE-CONSTRUCTION MEETINGS

The contractor shall attend all pre-construction meetings and site visits as directed per task.

2.5.4  CONTRACTOR WORK AREAS

The contractor is responsible for keeping the work site free from debris and trash in accordance with FAR 52.236-12.  Removal of trash and debris shall be on a daily basis.

2.5.5  STORM PROTECTION

Whenever inclement weather such as rain or wind is eminent, the contractor shall take every practical precaution to minimize interior and exterior damage to Government property.

2.6  APPLICABLE DOCUMENTS

The contractor shall comply with the following regulations, requirements and standards and shall be directly responsible for compliance on the part of his agents, employees, material suppliers and subcontractors.  

The contractor shall directly receive and be responsible for all citations, assessments, fines or penalties that may be incurred by reason of his agents, employees, material suppliers or subcontractors failing to comply.  Where conflicts exist between requirements, the more stringent requirement will govern.

2.6.1  OCCUPATIONAL SAFETY

The contractor shall comply with the requirements of the General Industry Safety and Health Standards, 29 CFR Part 1910 and the Safety and Health Regulations for Construction, 29 CFR Part 1926, including any other standard or regulation which is incorporated therein. 

2.6.2  NATIONAL EMISSION STANDARD FOR HAZARDOUS AIR POLLUTANTS

The contractor shall comply with the National Emission Standard for Hazardous Air Pollutants, 40 CFR Part 61, Subparts A and B as amended and applicable.

2.6.3  STATE AND LOCAL REQUIREMENTS

The contractor shall comply with the State of Arizona Division of Occupational Safety and Health Regulations for construction, Arizona Department of Environmental Quality applicable rules and regulations as well as local YPG health and safety regulations.

2.6.4  INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE OF BUILDING OFFICIALS (ICBO) DOCUMENTS

The contractor shall perform all work to comply with the Uniform Building Code, latest edition, uniform Mechanical Code, latest edition, Uniform Plumbing Code, latest edition and the National Electric Code, latest edition.

2.6.5  U. S. ARMY CORPS OF ENGINEERS

The contractor shall perform work by all governing regulations including the Safety and Health Requirements Manual, EM 385-1-1, latest edition.

2.7  PAYMENT FOR SERVICES

The Contracting Officer’s Representative shall approve all progress and or final payments to the contractor prior to submission of invoice.  Final payment shall not be paid until final reports, including all required close out submittals, have been received, reviewed and accepted.

            3.0  CONTRACT OBJECTIVES

The work effort of these services will include: Sampling, testing and analysis of suspect Asbestos Containing Material (ACM) and suspect lead based paint or residue.  Preparation and certification of building surveys in compliance with Federal State and local regulations in matters of ACM and lead based paint.  Provide environmental monitoring to include base line, in-progress abatement and certification of final clearance.  Provide oversight of all abatement activities to ensure compliance with all applicable Federal, State and local regulations, including all pertinent Federal, State and YPG safety regulations.  Review and concurrence of abatement project design, prior to commencement of abatement work.  Preparation of Air Monitoring Plans for all abatement activities.  Conduct visual inspections of abatement activities and final cleaning prior to final air clearance sampling.  Conduct final air clearance sampling and provide certification of acceptance.  In addition to environmental and abatement monitoring, the Industrial Hygienist Services Contractor (I. H. Contractor) shall be capable of providing support from a Certified Safety Professional when necessary.  After acceptance and certification of final clearance on each abatement project the I. H. Contractor shall prepare and submit three (3) copies, in report form acceptable to the Contracting Officer or designated representative to include the following: Building floor plan with sample log and sample locations, laboratory analysis results, I. H. Contractor certifications, I. H. Contractor daily monitoring logs, Abatement Contractor daily monitoring logs and close-out submittals, copies of all NESHAP notification forms as required by regulatory agencies and Yuma Proving Ground including revisions or corrections and the original completed and signed waste shipment record.  The report shall be signed by a Certified Industrial Hygienist certifying that abatement work was performed in accordance with all applicable regulations, regulated work areas meet clearance requirements and areas adjacent to the regulated work area have not been contaminated as a result of abatement activities.  In the event that hidden or undocumented suspect ACM is uncovered during abatement activities the I H Contractor, after receiving approval from the Contracting Officer or designated representative, shall collect bulk samples for analysis and provide counsel regarding regulatory compliance and requirements for removal.

            3.1  REQUIREMENT FOR INDUSTRIAL HYGIENIST

A Certified Industrial Hygienist (CIH) is required for this contract.  A non-certified industrial Hygienist (IH) may be utilized for on site abatement monitoring and sampling, if under the direct supervision of the CIH.

           3.2  INDUSTRIAL HYGIENIST QUALIFICATIONS
The CIH will be a person who is board certified in the comprehensive or specialized practice of Industrial Hygiene as determined and documented by the American Board of Industrial Hygiene (ABIH).  Possesses a minimum of 5 years experience in monitoring and testing asbestos and lead based paint abatement projects and is licensed by the state as required.  The I H Contractor shall provide a Qualifications and Organization Report that includes a copy of the Designated CIH’s current AHIB Certification and documentation of experience along with the names and qualifications of additional IH’s and Industrial Hygiene Technicians (IHT) who will be assisting the CIH in performing on-site tasks.  The Qualifications & Organization Report shall be submitted prior to start of work.  IH’s and IHT’s supporting the CIH will have a minimum of 2 full years practical on-site experience performing sampling and monitoring of asbestos and lead based paint abatement projects.  The formal reporting relationship between the CIH, support IH’s and IHT’s will be explained in the report.  The CIH will be completely independent from the Abatement Contractor and not be an employee or principal of a firm that would constitute a business relationship that would not be considered independent according to federal regulations.  

            3.3  LABORATORY QUALIFICATIONS
The Qualifications and Organization Report shall include the name, address, and telephone number of each testing laboratory selected to perform sample analyses and reporting of results.  Laboratories selected to perform analysis on paint chip, soil or dust wipe samples shall be accredited by EPA’s National Lead Laboratory Accreditation Program (NLLAP).  Laboratories selected to perform analysis on worker exposure samples shall be a member of the American Industrial Hygiene Association’s Industrial Hygiene Laboratory Accreditation Program (IHLAP) and shall be successfully participating in the Proficiency Analytical Testing (PAT) program for lead.  Laboratories selected for asbestos airborne sample analysis shall demonstrate proficiency in Phase Contrast Microscopy (PCM) using the methods specified by NIOSH Method 7400 with optional confirmation of results by Transmission Electron Microscopy (TEM) using methods specified by NIOSH Method 7402.  For asbestos bulk sample analysis the laboratory will demonstrate proficiency in Polarized Light Microscopy (PLM) with Transmission Electron Microscopy (TEM) as a backup for confirmation of positive results.  For Lead sample analysis the laboratory will demonstrate proficiency in standard test methods of ASTM E 1613, Analysis of Digested Samples for Lead by Inductively Coupled Plasma Atomic Emission Spectrometry (ICP-AES), Flame Atomic Absorption (FAAS), or Graphite Furnace Atomic Absorption (GFAAS).  Written verification shall be submitted, signed by the testing laboratory principal and the IH Services Contractor indicating the laboratory is currently in the Industrial Hygiene Laboratory Accreditation Program administered by American Industrial Hygiene Association and each analyst assigned possesses demonstrated proficiency to conform to the testing methods described above.

            3.4  RESPONSE TIME AND DELIVERY ORDER ISSUANCE

Response time for mobilization of normal Delivery Orders, shall be within 10 working days from date of notice to proceed.  Response time for mobilization of emergency Delivery Orders shall be no later than 48 hours after receiving verbal notification from the Contracting Officer.  All verbal notifications shall be followed by issuance of an emergency Delivery Order.  The I H Contractor is responsible for verification of quantities and locations on all Delivery Orders.

          3.5  DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES

All services shall be conducted with the concurrence of the Contracting Officer and performed by or directly under the supervision of the designated Certified Industrial Hygienist as defined in Part I.  While at the abatement site, the I H Contractor will follow the approved Abatement Plan and approved Abatement Contractor’s Accident Prevention Plan for site activities.

A.  Project Review  The IH contractor shall attend individual project site visits and provide assistance to the Government in interpreting applicable state and federal regulatory requirements relative to the project as needed.     

B. Document Review  The I H Contractor shall review abatement project documents prior to start of abatement activities and concur in writing.  In the event that documents are not in accordance with all applicable rules and regulations the I H Contractor shall advise the Contracting Officer or designated representative of such, allowing ample time for correction before abatement activities begin.  Documents shall include, but not be limited to, abatement contract specifications, required notifications, abatement plan and accident prevention plan.

C. Bulk Sampling, Building Inspection and Building Survey  The I H Contractor will be required to perform bulk sampling, partial building inspections and complete building surveys to locate, identify and quantify asbestos containing materials and lead hazard materials utilizing the line items included in the Unit Price Schedule.  For ACM analysis the laboratory selected shall be fully accredited, fully equipped and proficient in conducting PLM, PCM and TEM analysis utilizing methods set forth in the most current versions of NIOSH 7400 and 7402 respectively.  For lead hazard materials the laboratory selected shall be fully accredited, fully equipped and proficient in conducting analysis of lead Paint Chip, Dust Wipe and Soil samples, utilizing the most current versions of ASTM E 1613.
D. Abatement Monitoring and Air Sampling Plan  The I H Contractor shall prepare and submit, an Abatement Monitoring and Air Sampling Plan which will describe proposed abatement monitoring and air sampling strategies.  The plan will include a description of sampling methods, equipment to be used, a site or floor plan with sample locations and a description of record keeping methods.

A separate section will list the qualifications and organizational structure and include documentation of qualifications for the I H Contractor’s independent testing laboratory along with their analysts, or reference to previous submittal.  Documentation will include any state licenses and certifications of required training.  The plan shall be signed by the Designated CIH.

E. Sampling and Analysis  During abatement activities the I H Services Contractor will conduct environmental sampling as required by applicable regulations and this contract to include baseline, abatement in progress and final clearance.  Analysis of asbestos shall be PCM for air sampling and PLM for bulk sampling with optional confirmation of results by TEM.  Confirmation analysis will be conducted at the discretion of the Contracting Officer or designated representative.  When confirmation of PCM sample is conducted, it will be from the same sample filter used for the NIOSH 7400 PCM analysis.  All sampling results will be calculated at the 95% confidence level, reference: NIOSH 7400.  Lead based paint analysis shall be in accordance with ASTM 1613, Inductively Coupled Plasma Atomic Emission Spectrometry (ICP-AES), Flame Atomic Absorption (FAAS), or Graphite Furnace Atomic Absorption (GFAAS).

F. Air Sampling for Environmental Quality Control The I H Contractor shall conduct area air sampling as stated by Federal, State, and local requirements and in accordance with the I H Contractor’s Air Monitoring Plan.  Air sampling shall be conducted at least once every shift in at least the following areas:  Close to work inside the containment area.  Outside the clean room entrance to the containment area (outside air lock for mini and modified containment areas).  Outside the load-out unit exit, if used.  In non-containment areas adjacent to regulated areas and at the exhaust discharge point of the negative air system, reference Table 1.  Additional areas may be selected by the CIH when relevant.  If sampling for asbestos abatement activities outside the containment area show airborne fiber levels have exceeded baseline levels, or 0.01 fibers per cubic centimeter (f / cc), whichever is greater, the Contracting Officer or designated representative shall be notified immediately.  In addition, should an environmental concentration of 0.1 (f / cc) expressed as an 8-hour TWA occur inside the regulated work area, the Contracting Officer or designated representative shall be notified immediately.  In areas where construction of a containment area is not required ,by determination of the CIH, sampling will be conducted at boundary lines of the regulated work areas in such locations and at such frequencies as required by applicable regulations and as recommended by the CIH.  Where glove bag methods are used, area air sampling will be performed at locations and frequencies that will accurately characterize any evolving airborne fiber levels.  Area air sampling for lead abatement activities will be conducted as required by applicable Federal, State and local regulations and as recommended by the CIH.

G. Final Clearance of Regulated Work Area   Final clearance sampling will not begin until the Designated I H has performed a visual inspection of the regulated work area and has determined that the area is ready for final clearance sampling.  

For asbestos abatement, the I H Contractor will perform area sampling of airborne fibers using aggressive air sampling techniques as defined in the EPA 560/5-85-024 or as otherwise required by Federal or State regulations.  

The sampling and analytical method used will be NIOSH Method 7400 PCM with optional confirmation of results by NIOSH Method 7402 TEM.  

The fiber concentration inside the abated regulated work area for each airborne sample shall be less than 0.01 asbestos f / cc.  If any sample result is greater than 0.01 asbestos f / cc or baseline, whichever is higher, the abatement project is incomplete.  Upon receipt of these results, the area will be re-cleaned by the Abatement Contractor.  Upon completion of any required re-cleaning, re-sampling will be conducted to determine if the area meets the required clearance criteria.  Final clearance air samples will be collected and analyzed as indicated in Table 1 at the end of this section and NIOSH 7400 PCM or optional EPA Mandatory Method as specified in 40 CFR Part 763 TEM.  For lead based paint abatement activities, the I H Contractor will perform area sampling as required by applicable Federal, State and local regulations and as recommended by the CIH.  Standard practice for preparation of airborne particulate lead samples, if required, shall be utilized during abatement, with subsequent analysis by Atomic Spectrometry.

H. Sample Results and Record Keeping  As covered in paragraph F. the Contracting Officer or designated representative shall be notified immediately of any sample level in excess of established requirements.  In that case, confirmed sample results, or fiber count if necessary, shall be completed and provided to the Government within 24 hours. We will inquire on areas such as:  timely completion of work, quality of work, customer satisfaction, cost controls for additional work, safety and management of subcontractors.   Offerors shall provide at least three references on past performance information for all relevant contracts and subcontracts started or completed within the past 5 years (measured from the date of this solicitation).  Submit a separate Past Performance Information Collection Sheet for each project.  (A copy of the sheet is attached in   Section-J of the solicitation.)  The Government may use information supplied by the offeror and information obtained from other sources.    (Note:  Although the Government may obtain past performance information from other sources, it is the offeror’s responsibility to provide past performance information and explain how the information is relevant to this acquisition.  Failure to submit required past performance information may result in rejection of your proposal.)    Relevancy is defined in the DOD guide to collection and use of past performance as “information that has a logical connection with the matter under consideration and applicable time span.”

Past Performance is equally as important as Technical Merit, when combined, are significantly more important than price. 

C.  PRICE EVALUATION

Prices will be reviewed for minor or clerical errors.  If necessary, offerors will be afforded an opportunity to resolve any such errors.  Any exchange with offerors under this subparagraph shall be for the purpose of clarification (FAR 15.306(a)) and shall not constitute negotiations as defined at FAR 15.306(d).  In the event of discrepancy between a unit price and the extended amount, the unit price shall be controlling.

Prices will be reviewed for apparent mistakes.  Should this review reveal any prices that seem unreasonably low, the Contracting Officer will contact the offeror and ask the offeror to confirm the questioned price.  If the offeror confirms the price, no further action will be taken under this subparagraph.  If, however, the offeror alleges a mistake, the offeror may withdraw the proposal (FAR 52.215-1) or elect to continue with the proposal as originally submitted.  

Price is not rated.  It is evaluated for reasonableness.  

Options. The Government will evaluate offers for award purposes by adding the total price for all options to the total price for the basic requirement. The Government may determine that an offer is unacceptable if the option prices are significantly unbalanced. Evaluation of options shall not obligate the Government to exercise the option(s).

A written notice of award or acceptance of an offer, mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful offeror within the time for acceptance specified in the offer, shall result in a binding contract without further action by either party. Before the offer's specified expiration time, the Government may accept an offer (or part of an offer), whether or not there are negotiations after its receipt, unless a written notice of withdrawal is received before award.

D.  RATING SYSTEM

a.  This part will describe the evaluation technique (ratings and their definitions) that will be used to rate the proposals.

b.  This acquisition will use adjectival/color ratings in conjunction with narrative statements.  Narratives are required when evaluation standards are being applied, when a comparison of proposals is being made and when a cost/technical tradeoff is conducted.   The use of narrative statements facilitates the following:

       (1) help indicate a proposal’s strengths, weaknesses, and risks;

       (2) describe the relative strengths, weaknesses and risks to the source selection authority to preclude the source selection authority from trying to make an assessment based strictly on the adjectival rating given; and

       (3) provides a reasonable and rational basis for the selection decision.
	TECHNICAL MERIT ratings reflect the Government’s confidence in each offeror’s ability, as demonstrated in its proposal, to perform the requirements stated in the RFP.

	DEFINITION

	Excellent - Dark Blue
	Proposal demonstrates excellent understanding of requirements and approach that significantly exceeds performance or capability standards.  Has exceptional strengths that will significantly benefit the Government.

	Good - Green
	Proposal demonstrates good understanding of requirements and approach that exceeds performance or capability standards.  Has one or more strengths that will benefit the Government.

	Satisfactory - Yellow
	Proposal demonstrates acceptable understanding of requirements and approach that meets performance or capability standards.  Acceptable solution.  Few or no strengths.

	Marginal - Pink
	Proposal demonstrates shallow understanding of requirements and approach that only marginally meets performance or capability standards necessary for minimal but acceptable contract performance.

	Unsatisfactory - Red
	Fails to meet performance or capability standards.  Requirements can only be met with major changes to the proposal.


	PROPOSAL RISK ratings assess the risks and weaknesses associated with each offeror’s proposed approach to performing the requirements stated in the RFP.  It is an overall assessment derived from the technical evaluation and is driven by each of the subfactors within the technical factor.

	DEFINITION

	Low Risk
	Any proposal weaknesses have little potential to cause disruption of schedule, increase in cost, or degradation of performance.  Normal contractor effort and normal Government monitoring will probably minimize any difficulties.

	Moderate Risk
	Approach has weaknesses that can potentially cause some disruption of schedule, increase in cost, or degradation of performance.  However, special contractor emphasis and close Government monitoring will probably minimize difficulties.

	High Risk
	Approach has weaknesses that have the potential to cause serious disruption of schedule, increase in cost, or degradation of performance even with special contractor emphasis and close Government monitoring.


	PERFORMANCE RISK (Past Performance) ratings assess the risks associated with each offeror’s likelihood of success in performing the requirements stated in the RFP based on that offeror’s demonstrated performance on recent, relevant contracts.

	DEFINITION

	Low Risk - Dark Blue
	Offeror’s past performance record provides essentially no doubt that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.

	Moderate Risk - Green
	Offeror’s past performance record provides some doubt that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.

	High Risk - Red
	Offeror’s past performance record provides extreme doubt exists that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.

	Unknown Risk - White
	No relevant performance record is identifiable upon which to base a meaningful performance risk prediction.  A search was unable to identify any relevant past performance information for the offeror or key team members/subcontractors or their key personnel.  This is neither a negative or positive assessment.
