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1.  INTRODUCTION

Two services, portable chemical toilets and pumping, are provided by this contract.  Chemical toilets are delivered, serviced and maintained for the use of YPG employees and customers working away from rest room facilities.  Pumping and cleaning is accomplished for septic tanks, wet wells for vehicle wash areas,

sand and grease traps, and other holding areas.  

2.  BACKGROUND

U.S. Army Yuma Proving Ground (YPG) is located adjacent to the Colorado River in the Sonoran Desert, 25 miles north of the city of Yuma, Arizona.  It is approximately 180 miles east of San Diego, California and approximately 185 miles southwest of Phoenix, Arizona.  YPG is generally “U-shaped” and covers over 1300 square miles, an area larger than the state of Rhode Island.  YPG’s boundaries extend 58 miles north and south and 52 miles east and west.  YPG also has limited access rights over and in the KOFA Game Refuge, located in the center of the “U”.

The area is low desert, with extreme temperatures that may exceed 115 degrees f. during summer and mild climate during the winter months.

YPG is a facility for testing materiel and a variety of equipment in the desert environment.  The YPG mission includes the testing of vehicles, armament, aircraft and numerous other products to support the soldier in the field.  

In addition to the testing of materiel and equipment, during the past few years, the number of training exercises held at YPG has greatly increased, and will probably continue to do so.  This means there will be more and more requirements for portable chemical toilets as Special Events Rentals, and more at permanent locations as well, sometimes at remote areas of YPG.

YPG regular work hours are from 0630 to 1700, Monday through Thursday, excluding holidays, but requirements for this contract are seven days a week, from 0600 to 1800 hours.  

The majority of the work sites for this contract are located within a radius of 20 miles from the intersection of U.S. Highway 95 and Martinez Lake Road, but the extent of sites for portable toilets and pumping services may reach 60 miles from that point.  Travel on unimproved roads and trails will be required in the performance of this contract.

NOTE:   An Appendix at the end of this SOW shows the usage of chemical toilets for the past four years.  

NOTE:  YPG has seen a significant increase in the number and frequency of visiting units for training in our desert environment.  This has meant an increase, which will surely continue, in the number of short term rental toilets required, as well as the frequency of extra cleanings, and even a gradual increase in the number of permanent locations.  The Contractor should be aware of these increasing requirements and be prepared for such contingencies.  

DEFINITIONS: For the purpose of this contract, the following definitions will apply:


(a)  CLIN.  Contract Line Item Number 


(b)  CONTRACT ADMINISTRATOR.  The official Government representative delegated authority by the Contracting Officer to administer a contract.  This individual, normally working in an appropriate contracting or procurement career field, advises on all contractual matters.


(c)  CONTRACTING OFFICER.  A person duly appointed with the authority to enter into and administer contracts on behalf of the Government.


(d)  CONTRACTING OFFICER’S REPRESENTATIVE (COR).  An individual designated in writing by the Contracting Officer to act as an authorized representative of the Contracting Officer to perform specific duties within the scope and limitations as defined by the Contracting Officer.


(e)  CONTRACTOR.  The Contractor, its subsidiaries and affiliates, joint ventures involving the Contractor, or any entity with which the Contractor may have merged or any individual or entity that assisted or advised the Contractor in the preparation of a proposal under this solicitation.


(f)  GOVERNMENT.  U.S. Army Yuma Proving Ground (YPG), Yuma Arizona, hereinafter referred to as the Government, the Contracting Officer, or the COR, as applicable.


(g)  IAW.  Abbreviation for “In accordance with”.

(h)  KFR.  Kofa Firing Range Area of YPG


(i)  LEGAL PUBLIC HOLIDAYS in each calendar year are as follows:

(j)  MSDS.  Material Safety Data Sheet - OSHA Form 20 or equivalent form containing health hazard information about chemical products.


(k)  OSHA.  Occupational Safety and Health Administration.


(l)  SERVICE ORDER (SO).  A request for work to be accomplished, prepared by the COR and forwarded to the contractor.  This will be on DA Form 4287, or an equivalent form approved by the COR.  In the case of telephone ordering of services, a written Service Order will be forwarded to the Contractor within one regular working day of notification by the COR.

(m) TIME PERIODS:



1)  CALENDAR DAY.  The time from midnight to midnight.



2)  DAY (DA).  Any consecutive twenty-four hour period.

3) WEEK (WK).  Any consecutive seven day period. For Special 

Events Service Orders, anything 3 days or longer may be considered one week. 

4) MONTH (MO).  Any consecutive thirty day period, or from one

 


date to the same date in the next month.

3.  SCOPE
The objective of this effort is to:

Furnish, service and maintain portable chemical toilets in clean and usable condition, and to accomplish pumping services for the required facilities in the most efficient and thorough manner.  Qualified and capable personnel and appropriate equipment in good operating condition are required for the functioning of the contract.

I.
Furnish Chemical Toilets for YPG employees and customers whose normal course of work is away from restroom facilities.  These will include personnel engaged in test projects and special short-term missions. Toilets shall also be furnished on request for visiting training units.

Toilets for locations with long-term needs should be placed permanently.  Toilets for short-term rentals shall be placed promptly, in the timeframes specified at C.2.2.1, when requested by a Service Order issued by the COR.  All units must be cleaned and supplied regularly with toilet paper and appropriate chemical solutions (weekly in most instances).  

2.
Pump septic tanks, pump and clean wet wells for vehicle washes, sand and grease traps and other holding areas on a regular or as requested basis.  

Some locations require service twice monthly, some need monthly service, some quarterly, while some sites need only occasional pumping, accomplished on request.  Frequency of service for each location is specified in Schedules B and C as attachments  to this SOW.  Allowance shall be made for occasional emergency pumping as requested by the COR.

3.
All Contractor employees shall have visible identification.  Drivers shall have valid current driver’s licenses appropriate for the vehicles they are driving.  Each driver shall be knowledgeable regarding procedures for restricted access to certain areas and practice these procedures consistently.  Part of these procedures consists of obtaining a pass for access to restricted areas.  The Contracting Officer or COR will assist in obtaining these.  

Each Contractor vehicle shall be visibly identified with the company name.  Each vehicle shall be appropriately equipped for its function and in the best possible operating condition when present on YPG.

PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS (SECTION C)

C.1   PORTABLE CHEMICAL TOILETS:  All portable toilets shall be skid mounted and shall be either one-piece shell construction or high grade recycled plastic.  All toilets shall conform to industry and health and safety standards.  They shall be capable of being transported on desert terrain and unimproved roads and able to hold up under local climate conditions. 

C.1.1  All units shall be stabilized to prevent blowing over in YPG’s common strong winds.  This is crucial to safe and uninterrupted operation, and to prevent septic and chemical spills.   This is especially important as YPG often experiences strong winds.

C.1.2  Toilets shall be delivered clean and free of any physical defects or graffiti.  The units are to be new or in nearly new condition.  There should be a sign-off sheet in each unit for the Contractor employee to indicate dates of placement and subsequent cleaning and servicing.  

C.1.3  Each unit shall have basic equipment as follows: Toilet paper holders, clean, unbroken toilet seats, screened vents, operational interior locking mechanisms, and spring loaded doors, providing for automatic closure.

C.1.4  Units shall be properly identified, having identification numbers painted or as decals on the front and back.  Numbers should be a size readable from a distance of 20 feet.
C.1.4.1  Each toilet unit shall have enough information about the COR, to enable the customer/user to contact the COR if necessary about the quality of service, or to request services.  The COR will furnish this information in the form of labels or cards to put on or in each unit.  

C.2  PORTABLE CHEMICAL TOILET SERVICES:  

C.2.1  FIXED LOCATIONS:  For a fixed price per unit per month, portable chemical toilets at fixed locations, shall be delivered, supplied, and regularly serviced and maintained.  The Contractor may be required to add, move, or relocate some of the fixed location units at the direction of the COR.  It is expected that the Government will request no more than 5% of these to be relocated in any given month.  Schedule A is provided as an attachment for the fixed locations of toilets.  

C.2.2  SHORT-TERM RENTALS:  When Service Orders are issued by the COR, toilets will be delivered, maintained, supplied, and serviced for specified time periods at various locations throughout the installation.  Short-term rentals shall be billed according to the SO by the day, week or month.  

C.2.2.1
The Contractor shall be able to respond to service requests for up to 10 portable toilets on 4 hours’ notice, and may be required to provide from 11-100 toilets on 24 hours’ notice as specified within the service order. 

C.2.2.2
Though YPG’s normal office work week is Monday through Thursday, 0630 to 1700, many test projects and training exercises will be functioning seven days a week.  The Contractor must be prepared to respond to these needs as well, at least during daylight hours, or approximately from 0600 to 1800.

C.2.2.3  
On occasion, a toilet unit that has been delivered and accepted as properly placed by the customer, is required by the customer to be moved to a new location.  All requests for relocation of units shall be approved by the COR.  For these instances, a separate CLIN will be established to provide for reimbursement.

C.2.3  HANDICAP ACCESS TOILETS:  At times portable chemical toilets may be required which are accessible to the disabled/handicapped.  When these are needed the COR will issue a Service Order.  
C.2.4  WEEKLY SERVICE:  All portable chemical toilets, whether on Schedule A or for short-term rentals, shall be cleaned and serviced weekly (holidays excluded).  Weekly service and maintenance shall include but not be limited to the following:


a.
Pump out storage tank. 

b.
Replace chemicals and water.  The proportion of chemical to water 

 
shall be IAW the manufacturer's recommendation.


c.   
Clean and disinfect all interior surfaces. 


d.
Replenish toilet paper to provide for a one-week supply in each unit.


e.
Provide maintenance, repair or replacement of units as needed.


f. 
Record the date when each service is performed on each unit.

C.2.4.1  EXTRA CLEANING:  Sometimes extra cleaning may be requested In addition to required weekly service.  When such need arises, the COR will issue a Service Order for the extra cleaning.  A line item for Extra Cleaning of Schedule A locations and/or Short-term Rentals should be included in the bid.  Visiting units have in the past ordered extra, even daily cleanings, supplementing the normal weekly service. 

C.3  PUMPING EQUIPMENT:  All equipment required for the execution of the pumping contract requirements shall be provided by the Contractor.

C.3.1  Equipment shall be self-propelled, gasoline or diesel powered and shall be self-contained, having an on-board pump, hoses and storage tank.  Use of a self-contained pumping system pulled by a trailer is also acceptable to the Government.  Some travel may be required on desert terrain and unimproved roads, and the proposed pumping equipment, whether trailer mounted or not, shall be capable of travel on this type of terrain.  All equipment shall be watertight to prevent spillage of liquids during transit between collection points and the disposal site.  

C.3.2   The exterior of all equipment shall be clean and free of any residual materials or debris. The COR will inspect and approve the use of any equipment.

C.3.3   The Contractor shall provide any necessary vehicle maintenance and repair to the equipment and any necessary lubricants and fuels.

C.4  PUMPING SERVICES:  The Contractor is responsible for providing all equipment, materials and labor to perform pumping and cleaning services, to include annual inspection requirements of septic holding tanks, grease and sand traps and other holding tanks in accordance with these Performance Requirements and all applicable federal, state and local regulations. 

C.4.1  The Contractor shall ensure that all solids within the grease/sand traps, septic tanks and sewage holding tanks are removed upon each service.

C.4.2  REGULARLY RECURRING PUMPING SERVICES:  Schedule B will be provided to the Contractor to indicate where regularly scheduled pumping services should be accomplished and how often they have been done in the past.  At the beginning of the contract, the Contractor will check the sites and consult with users and the COR to adjust Schedule B so that it reflects the usage and requirements of each site.  The Contractor should then indicate to the COR the proposed dates each month when he will be performing the pumping and cleaning of Schedule B facilities.  Schedule B may then be reassessed and adjusted periodically to provide for clean and efficient operation of each facility.  

C.4.2.1  At the close of each month the Contractor shall furnish to the COR a schedule listing the dates of all pumping accomplished during that month.  

C.4.3  AS REQUESTED PUMPING SERVICES:  Schedule C, listing possible “As Requested” sites, will be provided to the Contractor.  These services will be requested by the issuance of a Service Order by the COR.  These are not emergency services, but services that are not required on a regular basis.  

C.4.4  EMERGENCY PUMPING SERVICES:  Emergency pumping services are required when a problem occurs that affects the health and welfare of personnel, threatens loss or damage of Government property, and/or interferes with the essential mission of the installation.  Immediate action shall be taken to correct the operating discrepancy and to return the system to normal operation.   

C.4.4.1  Emergency Pumping Services, when required, will be requested by issuance of a Service Order by the COR.  The Contractor may receive verbal notification, to be followed by paperwork.  Emergency Pumping Services shall be initiated within a maximum of 4 hours of notification of the requirement.    Emergency Pumping Services shall be set at an hourly rate.  The Contractor's hourly rate will begin upon arrival at YPG, and shall end upon the Contractor's departure from YPG.  A minimum of 4 hours will be paid for each emergency call-out.  Travel expenses to and from the Contractor's home office will not be reimbursed.  

C.4.5  DISPOSAL:

C.4.5.1  DISPOSAL OF CONTENTS OF PORTABLE TOILET AND SEPTIC TANK MATERIALS:  The Contractor may dispose of the waste materials from chemical toilets and septic/sewage tanks at YPG.  The location designated for this purpose is the first manhole on the unimproved access road leading from Sanchez Street to the Yuma Test Area sewage lagoon.  If necessary the COR will escort driver to the site initially to acquaint him with the location.  Hazardous materials shall NOT be disposed of in YPG facilities.

C.4.5.2  DISPOSAL OF USED GREASE, SAND TRAP CONTENTS AND SLUDGE:   Used grease, sand trap contents or sludge pumped from service locations, shall not be disposed of within the boundaries of YPG.  The Contractor is responsible for discharging/disposal of these materials in an approved facility in accordance with 40 CFR, Part 241 and ARS Title 49.

C.4.5.3  MATERIAL, SUPPLIES and DISPOSAL FEES:  The cost of all materials, supplies and disposal fees required are the responsibility of the Contractor and should be included in the price of each line item.

C.5 
PERSONNEL and VEHICLES: 

C.5.1  EMPLOYEES:  Contractor’s employees shall possess the skills, knowledge and training to satisfactorily perform the services required by this contract.  Personnel performing under this work statement shall remain employees of the contractor and will not be considered employees of the government.  Employees must speak and understand English.

C.5.1.1  EMPLOYEE IDENTIFICATION:  The Contractor shall provide an identification badge for each employee performing services under this contract.  Employee’s name and picture and the name of the Contractor shall be prominently displayed on the identification badge.  Badges shall be worn in plain sight and above the waist.

C.5.1.2  SECURITY REQUIREMENTS:  Contractor personnel or any representative of the Contractor entering YPG shall abide by all security regulations and shall be subject to security checks.  

C.5.1.2.1   Some sites requiring services under this contract require security badges for access.  The Contractor is responsible for obtaining security badges from the YPG Law Enforcement and Security Division for any contractor personnel whose work requires entrance to these areas.   Badges issued by YPG shall be returned to the place of issuance at the completion of the contract or sooner if so directed by the Contracting Officer.  All identification badges issued to the Contractor shall be accounted for either by turn-in or statement of loss.  The contract shall not be considered complete or final payment made until all badges are accounted for.  All badges shall be worn in plain sight and above the waist.  

C.5.1.2.2   PERSONNEL SECURITY BADGES:  Ten days prior to commencing work, information for each employee for badges shall be provided as listed below:

C.5.1.2.3  Any change in personnel information (e.g. new hire, termination, or change in personnel information already on file) that occurs during the performance of the Contract shall be reported immediately in writing to the addresses listed above.

C.5.1.3  SEARCH AND SEIZURE:  Contractor personnel and property shall be subject to search and seizure upon entering the confines of the installation, while on the installation, and upon leaving the confines of the installation.

C.5.1.4  CONDUCT OF PERSONNEL:  A reasonable standard of conduct will be expected by the Government.  The Contracting Officer may ask the Contractor to remove from the job site any employee working under this contract for reasons of misconduct, security, or found to be or suspected to be under the influence of alcohol, drugs, or other incapacitating agent.

C.5.1.4.1  Contractor employees shall be subject to dismissal from the premises upon determination by the Contracting Officer that such action is necessary in the best interests of the Government.  In accordance with local directives and U.S.C. 50, Section 797, the Installation Commander has the authority to bar individuals from the installation.  Any such removal from the job site or dismissal from the premises shall not relieve the contractor of the requirement to provide sufficient personnel to perform the services as required by this work statement.

C.5.2   CONTRACTOR REPRESENTATIVE:   A supervising representative of the Contractor should be present on YPG during working hours.  If this is not possible or feasible, the Contractor’s representative shall be available by phone during YPG working hours.  This representative shall be the point of contact with the government and shall have the authority to act or make decisions for the contractor on all matters pertaining to this contract.  The name and phone number for the supervisor shall be provided to the Contracting Officer within 3 calendar days following the award of the contract.  An alternate may be required if the Contractor has numerous employees.

C.5.2.1  The COR must be able to reach the toilet delivery driver, at least through his company’s supervisor, at any time during working hours.  If direct contact is not possible due to radio or cell phone range the driver must check with his supervisor at least once an hour to update service and delivery requirements.

C.5.3  VEHICLE REGISTRATION:  Motor vehicles entering YPG shall have a valid license and state registration and proof of current insurance.  State license and registration shall be maintained current during the time the vehicle is in use on the installation.  

C.5.3.1  VEHICLE OPERATION:  Contractor personnel operating vehicles on the installation shall have a valid driver’s license for the type of vehicle being operated and shall comply with all posted signs on the installation.

C.5.3.2  CONTRACTOR VEHICLE IDENTIFICATION:  Contractor owned vehicles shall be identified as such.

C.5.3.3  YPG VEHICLE REGISTRATION:  Each vehicle that regularly comes on to the installation will be issued identification stickers, upon registration with the YPG Security Office, located at Bldg 714 on the Main Post.  To register a vehicle the regular driver shall present his driver’s license, proof of insurance, the vehicle’s registration, and his identification as an employee of the Contractor.  All documents shall be current.

C.5.3.3.1  A vehicle that visits YPG only occasionally can be issued a one-day pass at one of the entrances to YPG. 

C.6  QUALITY CONTROL:  The Contractor shall implement a complete Quality Control program that identifies potential and actual problem areas in providing requirements of the contract and provide corrective action throughout the life of the contract.

C.7  PHYSICAL SECURITY:  The Contractor shall be liable for any damage to, or loss of, privately-owned property as a result of negligence on the part of the Contractor or his employees during accomplishment of work required under this contract.  The government will not affect repairs to privately-owned property under terms of this contract.  Consequently, any repair made to privately-owned property by the Contractor shall be at the Contractor’s risk and at the Contractor’s expense and will not be a liability to the Government.

C.8  INTERFACE WITH GOVERNMENT OPERATION:  Performance of work by contractor personnel under terms of this contract shall not interfere with Government activities.  Access to many of the work sites requires special range clearances.  Access to Cibola and Kofa test ranges is allowed only on a day-to-day basis by Range Control.  Continuous access to the sites cannot be guaranteed on a daily basis.  When the Contractor is not allowed access to a particular area, the contractor shall notify COR immediately.  The COR may then make necessary adjustments to the Contractor’s work schedule to prevent any adverse impact or increase in costs due to the denied access.

C.8.1  SITE ACCESS:  Clearance for access to Cibola and Kofa test ranges shall be requested from Range Control prior to entrance to a restricted area.  Range Control can be contacted by phoning 328-3333 for Kofa and 328-2047 for Cibola from one of the clearance phones.  Clearances shall be cancelled upon leaving the controlled area.  Range Control shall be informed of the name of the vehicle operator and number of occupants, destination and vehicle license number for any given day or occasion access is requested.

C.9  FRAUD, WASTE AND ABUSE:  The Contractor shall be responsible for maintaining proper conduct and good discipline within contractor occupied work area(s).  Contractor personnel shall be encouraged to be alert to and report suspected situations of fraud, waste and abuse or other intentionally dishonest conduct against the government observed during or in the performance of this Contract.

C.10  SAFETY:  The Contractor shall safeguard and maintain all government property as well as provide for the safety and well-being of personnel employed in the administration of this contract.  The Contractor shall comply with all applicable federal, state and local safety regulations, as well as industry standards and guidelines during the execution of this contract.  The Government will be held blameless for any action on the Contractor’s part or that of Contractor’s employees or subcontractors, which may result in illness, injury or death.

C.10.1  SAFETY PLAN:  Prior to commencing any work, an Accident Prevention (Safety) Plan in accordance with safety requirements of YPG, OSHA, and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers. The plan shall be job specific for this contract and shall include consideration for each trade involved, as applicable.  The plan shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer and reviewed and approved by the Safety Office prior to commencing work.  Revisions shall be submitted at least 3 days prior to the effective date of the contract.  The plan shall include at least the following:

C.10.2  ACCIDENT REPORTING:  The contractor or his representative shall immediately report any employee accidents, injuries or occupational illnesses, regardless of the severity, to the YPG Installation Safety Office and the COR.  Accurate records shall be maintained of any accident resulting in traumatic injury or death, or resulting in damage to government property, supplies and equipment.  
Failure to comply with this requirement may result in penalties as in Paragraph C.5.1.4.2.

C.10.3  OSHA requirements indicate that in certain areas, contractor personnel are required to wear/use protective equipment, such as special safety glasses (goggles) for the Laser Test area.  This protective gear will be provided by the Government.  The Contractor is responsible for the equipment while he is operating in this area.

C.10.4  All necessary barricades, lights and/or signs required to protect the public and workmen during the execution of these contract requirements, shall be furnished and installed by the Contractor.

C.10.5  Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) shall be maintained on file and present where any hazardous materials are stored, transported, or used in the execution of contract requirements.  Copies of each MSDS shall also be furnished to the Contracting Officer and the COR.  The COR in turn will furnish copies to the Installation Safety Office, Fire Department, Occupational Health and Environmental officials.

C.10.6   Required inspections, tests, licenses, patents, permits and reports generated by the Contractor, his subcontractors, his specially trained technicians, equipment manufacturers and others as required, shall be at the expense of the Contractor.  Special facilities, equipment, clothing, shoes and similar items used by the Contractor in execution of work shall comply in all aspects with applicable regulations.

C.11  ENVIRONMENTAL:  Excess chemicals and/or toxic materials used in execution of contract requirements are considered Hazardous Waste.  They shall be removed from the installation and disposed of in accordance with all applicable local, state and federal regulations.  These materials shall not be disposed of in the YPG refuse containers or landfill.

C.11.1  Contractor personnel shall be made aware of any hazards involved in the use of chemical products and/or toxic materials necessary to the execution of this contract, and instructed in their safe usage, handling, and disposal.

C.11.2  CLASS 1 OZONE DEPLETING SUBSTANCES:  Per Section 326 of Public Law 102-484, effective June 1993, specifications and standards cannot require the use of ozone depleting substances (ODS) without approval.  

C.11.2.1  There are some cases where a specification or standard allows the use of an ODS, but does not require its use.  A situation of this type does not require substitution under the law, but the Contractor is encouraged to give preference to using the non-ODS substitute.

C.11.3  SMOKING:  Smoking is not allowed in any Government facilities. 

C.12  GOVERNMENT FURNISHED PROPERTY (GFP) and SERVICES.  The Government will provide the property and services listed below.  The Contractor shall not use property provided by the Government for any purpose other than in the performance of this contract.

C.12.1  RADIO:  A radio (or radios) for communications with Range Control will be provided on request to the COR by the Contractor.  This will be for use by any driver who needs to enter restricted access areas, and remain in touch with Range Control and/or his dispatching office.  The radio is issued by Range Communications Branch in Building 3659 at KFR.  They will charge it for him and issue fresh batteries when needed.  The driver must renew its authorization monthly.  The Contractor shall be responsible for the radio, but any maintenance and repair required on the radio will be performed by the Government.  

C.12.2  LASER CLASSES (GOGGLES):  Laser glasses will be provided to the Contractor by the Government as indicated in Sec C.10.3 of this document.

C.12.3  ON-SITE STORAGE:  The Government will provide an on-site storage area at the KOFA Firing Range Test Area.  This area may be utilized for the storage of portable chemical toilets and pumping equipment necessary for execution of the contract requirements only.  The Contractor will be responsible for the storage site maintenance and shall clean up the site at the end of the contract period or upon termination.

C.12.4  UTILITIES:  The Government will provide and maintain electrical and water services currently available in the work areas.

C.13  CONTRACTOR FURNISHED ITEMS:  The Contractor shall furnish all materials and equipment not specifically identified in Sec C.12 as government furnished, but which are necessary to perform the requirements of this contract.  This will include any personal protective gear necessary for employees to safely handle all substances required.  Contractor furnished property and services shall be compatible with existing government systems.

C.14  SUBMITTALS:  The Contractor shall provide the following submittals to the Contract Administrator who will forward them to the COR for review within 10 days after award of this contract.

C.14.1  VEHICLE INSPECTION CERTIFICATION:  Inspection certificates verifying current Arizona Department of Transportation inspection and certification for all vehicles used on YPG.

C.15  QUALITY ASSURANCE:  The Government will monitor the Contractor’s performance under this contract in accordance with the inspection clauses included in the contract and the surveillance plan procedures specified in Attachment 1 to the solicitation.

C.15.1  ACCEPTANCE CRITERIA:  Inspection and acceptance of services will be in accordance with the Quality Assurance (or Surveillance) Plan (QAP). 

C.16  METHOD OF PAYMENT:  The Contractor shall submit invoices monthly for payment of services performed under this contract.  The invoices shall separate specific scheduled services (Portable Chemical Toilets and Pumping Services) and the special/emergency work (Service Orders) performed by contract line item number (CLIN).
