FIRE STATION ALERTING SYSTEM  YUMA PROVING GROUND
SYSTEM SPECIFICATION 

C.1

Summary: This is a Fire station Alerting system to allow the Fire Alarm Office at the YPG Fire Department to alert outlying fire station to new emergency incidents, and allowing auxiliary equipment to be activatied (lights, doors, etc ).  Stations shall have the ability to acknowledge the dispatch.

Security-Contractor shall meet with USAYPG security office to arrange for passes for instation at the KFR Fire Station.

Training-contractor shall provide training for all YPGFE&S personnel.

C.2 definitions

Standard

Alarm- A signal or message from a person or device indicating the exsistance of a fire, medical emergency or other situation requiring emergeny service action.

Approved-Acceptable to the authority having jurisdiction.

Authority having Jurisdiction-The organization office or jurisdiction responsible for approving equipment, materials, an installation, or a procedure.

Control Console- A system of controls to operate communications equipment.

NFPA 1221- The National Fire Protection Association standard for Installation, Maintenance and use of Fire Protection  Communication systems 

System- station alerting system including equipment at the dispatch point, and remote fire stations 

Technical

Ramped Audio- Audio from the fire station Public address system that is pre-set to raise in volume in regular intervals from a base volume level to a maximum volume level.

C.4 Basic requirements:

C.4.1. System shall have encoding, or signaling ability at the dispatch point separate from all forms of telephonic, or radio communication. System shall have the ability to operate if the radio or business phone system is offline

C.4.2. System shall provide decoding, audible, and visual alerting at fire stations 1,2 and 3.

C.4.3.System shall have the ability to group alert some or all the fire stations 

C.4.4. System shall have the ability to operate at least 3  auxiliary systems on alert, such as opening doors, turning off appliances, and turning on house lights.

C.4.5. System shall meet all applicable requirements of NFPA 1221,Sstandard for installation, maintenance, and use of Fire Department communications systems.

C.4.6. Station personnel shall have the ability to access the public address system for in station alerting.

C.4.7. System shall provide at least 3 different audible alerts, so as to distinguish different types of incidents.

C.4.8. Audible alarm volume shall be ramped.

C.4.9. System shall allow for expansion.

C.4.10. System shall allow station personnel to readily acknowledge the alarm by voice or data signal

C.4.11  Visual alerting shall be of a non intrusive type in sleeping areas.

C.4.12. Any and all station alerting equipment shall be tied into Fire Station’s back up  generator circuit.

C.4.13 System shall provide adequate speaker coverage so as to cover the entire building inside and out, outside speakers shall have the ability to be shut off at night. There shall be at least one speaker in each sleeping area/bedroom

C.4.14 System shall have the ability to have the dispatcher activate the in station Public Address system for non emergency notifications.

C.4.15 Contractor shall provide one (1) year on site  maintenance.
