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1.  INTRODUCTION

The requirements for this contract consist of delivering bottled drinking water and chilled dispensers for customers throughout YPG.  Some customers also require bulk drinking water, and appropriate tanks for storing bulk water.  Bottled and bulk 

purified water are also required in a few locations.  

2.  BACKGROUND

U.S. Army Yuma Proving Ground (YPG) is a military facility for testing materiel and a variety of equipment in the desert environment.  The YPG mission includes the testing of vehicles, armament, aircraft and numerous other products to support the soldier in the field.

Location is 25 miles from the City of Yuma in Yuma County, Arizona.  The area is low desert, with extreme temperatures that may exceed 115 degrees f. during summer and mild climate during the winter months.

YPG regular work hours, 0630 to 1700, Monday through Thursday, excluding holidays, shall be observed, except when the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR) has given prior approval to deviate from normal work hours or when emergency conditions exists. (Example: When down-range firing prohibits access to a particular area.) 

The majority of the work sites for this requirement are located within a radius of 20 miles from the intersection of U.S. Highway 95 and Martinez Lake Road, but the extent of sites for bottled water services may reach 60 miles from that point.  Travel on unimproved roads will be required in the performance of this contract.

BOTTLED DRINKING WATER:  The table below shows the average amount of water used during Fiscal Year 2000 (government fiscal year is October through September).

DEFINITIONS: For the purpose of this contract, the following definitions will apply:


(a)  CLIN.  Contract Line Item Number 


(b)  CONTRACT ADMINISTRATOR.  The official Government representative delegated authority by the Contracting Officer to administer a contract.  This individual, normally working in an appropriate contracting or procurement career field, advises on all contractual matters.


(c)  CONTRACTING OFFICER.  A person duly appointed with the authority to enter into and administer contracts on behalf of the Government.


(d)  CONTRACTING OFFICER’S REPRESENTATIVE (COR).  An individual designated in writing by the Contracting Officer to act as an authorized representative of the Contracting Officer to perform specific duties within the scope and limitations as defined by the Contracting Officer.


(e)  CONTRACTOR.  The Contractor, its subsidiaries and affiliates, joint ventures involving the Contractor, or any entity with which the Contractor may have merged or any individual or entity that assisted or advised the Contractor in the preparation of a proposal under this solicitation.


(f)  GOVERNMENT.  U.S. Army Yuma Proving Ground (YPG), Yuma Arizona, hereinafter referred to as the Government, the Contracting Officer, or the COR as applicable.


(g)  IAW.  Abbreviation for “In accordance with”.

(h)  KFR.  Kofa Firing Range Area of YPG


(i)  LEGAL PUBLIC HOLIDAYS in each calendar year are as follows:

(j)  MSDS.  Material Safety Data Sheet - OSHA Form 20 or equivalent form containing health hazard information about chemical products.


(k)  OSHA.  Occupational Safety and Health Administration.


(m) TIME PERIODS:

1) CALENDAR DAY.  The time from midnight to midnight.

2) DAY (DA).  Any consecutive twenty-four hour period.

3) WEEK (WK).  Any consecutive seven day period. 

4) MONTH (MO).  Any consecutive thirty day period, or from one

 


date to the same date in the next month.

3.  SCOPE
The objective of this effort is to deliver and thereafter replenish quality drinking water for work sites at YPG, most of which do not have access to potable water.  Chilled dispensers must also be provided for most sites.  In addition, a few locations will require bulk tanks for potable water.  A small number of sites will require purified for machine work and quality testing, and bulk purified water is need to supply at least one photo-voltaic power facility.  

Delivery is required on a weekly basis at most sites.  Occasionally temporary testing and visiting training units may require drinking water on a short-term basis.  These instances will be coordinated through the COR for this contract.

Qualified and capable personnel and appropriate equipment in good operating condition are required for the functioning of the contract.


All Contractor employees must have visible identification.  Drivers must have valid current driver’s licenses appropriate for the vehicles they are driving.  Each driver must be knowledgeable regarding procedures for restricted access to certain areas and practice these procedures consistently.  Part of these procedures consists of obtaining a pass for access to restricted areas.  The Contracting Officer or COR will assist in obtaining these.  

Each Contractor vehicle must be visibly identified with the company name.  Each vehicle must be appropriately equipped for its function and in the best possible operating condition when present on YPG.

PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS (SECTION C)

C.1   WATER DELIVERY SERVICES:  

C. 1.2   Bottled Water Containers:  Containers shall be the most economically feasible containers, and fit the needs of the YPG customers (i.e. 2, 3, or 6-gallon bottles may be desirable in some locations).

C.1.3   Delivery Orders:  All Contractor deliveries shall be made in accordance with Delivery Orders (DD Form 1155) executed by the Contracting Officer.

C.1.4   SCHEDULE A:   In addition to Form 1155, the Contracting Officer will provide Schedule A to the Contractor.   Schedule A shall be used in conjunction with the Delivery Order.   Schedule A will list estimated quantities and specific locations requiring delivery of bottled or bulk potable water, purified or distilled water, bottled water dispensers and bulk tanks at YPG for the given period.  It will list a person who will be the usual Point of Contact (POC) for each location.

C.1.4.1   Deliveries shall be made on a weekly basis for bottled drinking and purified water and for refills of bulk drinking water tanks.  Purified bulk water location(s), will require fills only as requested periodically.  It is expected that 2 days notice will be given to the Contractor for this requirement.

C.1.4.2   It is anticipated that under normal circumstances, the Schedule A will be updated on a monthly basis; however, YPG reserves the right to change the schedule should changes in delivery requirements occur, but will seldom change Schedule A more than 4 times per month.

C.1.4.3   When deliveries are being made, on-the-spot changes may be made to Schedule A, if the POC or a representative, phones the COR to advise of the change.  It will be determined at this time whether the deviation is to be temporary or permanent, indicating a change to Schedule A.

C.1.5   Drinking water delivered to YPG must conform to all health and safety standards as defined by US Code 42, 300g-1and applicable State and local regulations.  Processing and bottling of water shall also be in accordance with these standards.

C.1.5.1   If at any time drinking water fails to meet cited standards, the Contractor shall, at Contractor expense, replace the water and affected containers with acceptable products and shall be responsible for any damages as a result of non-compliance.

C.1.5.2    Sterilization of Bottles: It must be certified in writing that water bottles are sterilized, filled and sealed in a manner approved by the Food and Drug Administration.

A current Arizona State Health Permit shall be submitted as proof of certification.

C.1.6    Chilled Water Dispensers shall be provided by the Contractor and shall remain contractor-owned.  Dispensers shall be suitable for use with the water bottles provided.  Each dispenser shall have a chiller unit capable of producing at least 1 gallon at a time of water at 50 degrees Fahrenheit.     

C.1.6.1   Each dispenser should have a faucet capable of being operated with one hand.  The faucet shall be free of any material that could contaminate the drinking water.  The faucet shall be removable for cleaning purposes.  

C.1.6.2   Dispensers should have removable drip basins.  The drip basin shall be approximately 6" below the faucet.  

C.1.6.3   Dispensers should be wired for 115 volt AC, single phase, 60 hertz power with a minimum 6 foot length cord and 3 conductor socket.

C.1.6.4   Non-chilled water dispensers:  Non-chilled bottled water dispensers may be

provided by the Contractor as customers' needs vary, and shall remain contractor-owned.  Non-chilled bottled water dispensers shall be similar to those described above, but without the chiller mechanism. 

C.1.6.5   Dispensers shall be delivered disinfected and free of contamination.  Dispensers shall be packaged in a manner that will prevent re-contamination prior to set-up. 

C.1.7    Bulk potable water shall be delivered at specified locations to storage tanks furnished and put in place by the Contractor.  Bulk potable water tanks shall be stainless steel with welded or silver solder seams, or approved fiberglass tanks.  The Contractor shall certify in writing that the bulk potable water storage tanks are sterilized and disinfected to prevent contamination prior to use by methods approved by the Food and Drug Administration.  Current Arizona State Health Permit shall be submitted as proof of certification.  Contractor must inspect all bulk potable water storage tanks for contaminants on a monthly basis.  

C.1.7.1   Bulk water tanks must be flushed and cleaned if found to exceed the level of contaminants IAW 42 Code of Federal Regulations, Part 300-g.  In addition, the bulk potable water storage tanks shall be exchanged with cleaned and sterilized tanks annually.  The bulk potable water storage tanks shall be of sizes best suited to the needs of each customer (100 gallon, 200 gallon, etc).  

C.1.7.2   The bulk water storage tank at each site shall be placed at the most convenient and reasonable distance to provide for the safest and most efficient delivery and fill.  

C.1.7.3   A stand must usually be provided to support each storage tank.  Tank stands shall be of sufficient size, strength and construction to provide adequate and safe support. 

C.1.8   SAMPLING:  Random samples must be taken by the Contractor monthly from the bottled and bulk potable water delivered.  Bacteriological analysis of water quality shall be performed and the results shall be submitted to the COR no later than five working days after the samples are taken.

C.1.8.1   Chemical analysis must be performed annually in the month of October.  Results of the analysis shall be submitted to the COR no later than thirty calendar days after the chemical analysis is performed.

C.1.8.2   Bacteriological and chemical analysis may be performed by YPG periodically to ensure maximum contaminant levels are not exceeded.  All bacteriological and chemical samples will be taken from bottled or bulk potable water delivered to YPG by the Contractor.

C.2    DELIVERY: 

C.2.1   Water Tanks and Dispensers:  Water dispensers and bulk tanks shall be provided, delivered and set-up in the locations indicated on Schedule A.  
C.2.2   Deliveries of Bottled Potable Water:  As directed by Schedule A, the Contractor shall deliver bottled potable water, during normal duty hours, not less than weekly, to all designated points of delivery.  Exceptions to deviate from normal work hours will be pre-approved by the COR on an individual basis.

C.2.2.1   Bottled water deliveries shall be made on the basis of one full bottle to replace each empty bottle at each delivery location.  The Contractor shall record the number of bottles placed at each delivery location on a copy of Schedule A, which serves as a receipt of delivery.  

C.2.3   Deliveries of Bulk Potable Water:  As directed by Schedule A, the Contractor shall deliver bulk potable water during normal duty hours, Monday through Thursday of each week.  Exceptions to deviate from normal work hours shall be pre-approved by the COR on an individual basis.

C.2.4   Deliveries of Purified or Distilled Water:  Deliveries of bottled or bulk purified or distilled water shall be in accordance with the locations, frequencies and quantities indicated on Schedule A. 

C.2.5   A POC or representative will sign for each delivery, or if that is not possible, the deliverer shall call the COR to notify of the delivery.

C.3   CONTRACTOR OWNED EQUIPMENT: 

C.3.1   All equipment, tanks and dispensers and all their components, and water bottles shall remain Contractor-owned and maintained.

C.3.2    Accountability of Contractor-Owned Equipment:  All chilled, non-chilled and bulk dispensers shall be tracked by serial number.  The Contractor shall report to the COR, by serial number, within 48 hours, changes in dispensers which may occur under a new delivery, exchange, replacement, or removal (all types of dispensers).

C.3.3    Water tanks and dispensers shall be maintained in good operating condition.  Spare tanks or dispensers or their components should be readily available to the Contractor during normal duty hours.  Water dispensers found to be inoperative by the COR, shall be repaired or replaced within 24 hours of verbal or written notification to the Contractor.  

C.3.4   The Contractor shall provide a cellular phone for communications between Contractor personnel, the COR, and Range Control when necessary, during normal working hours when Contractor personnel are on site.  The Contractor shall coordinate with the COR regarding any changes or adjustments to the delivery schedule.

C.3.5    Within fifteen calendar days after date of award, the Contractor shall provide the Contracting Officer with a schedule of replacement costs for all dispenser types (chilled, non-chilled and bulk dispensers) and water bottles.  This schedule of replacement costs will be used to determine reimbursement costs in the event accountability cannot be established upon contract completion, expiration or termination.  

C.3.6    Upon completion, expiration or termination of this contract, the Contractor shall, within thirty calendar days, retrieve and remove from YPG, all empty bottles, chilled dispensers, non-chilled dispensers, bulk tanks and any other contractor-owned equipment.  Prior to removal of any equipment, a schedule of removal shall be coordinated with and approved by the Contracting Officer or COR.  Every attempt shall be made to permit delivery locations to consume remaining water prior to removal of Contractor-owned equipment.  If this is not possible, the Contractor shall pick up full bottles and credit will be given.  

C.4   PERSONNEL and VEHICLES: 

C.4.1   EMPLOYEES:  Contractor’s employees must possess the skill, knowledge and training to satisfactorily perform the services required by this contract.  Personnel performing under this work statement shall remain employees of the contractor and will not be considered employees of the government.  Employees must speak and understand English.

C.4.1.1   EMPLOYEE IDENTIFICATION:  The Contractor shall provide an identification badge for each employee performing services under this contract.  Employee’s name and picture and the name of the Contractor must be prominently displayed on the identification badge.  Badges shall be worn in plain sight and above the waist.

C.4.1.2   SECURITY REQUIREMENTS:  Contractor personnel or any representative of the Contractor entering YPG shall abide by all security regulations and shall be subject to security checks.  

C.4.2   INTERFACE WITH GOVERNMENT OPERATION:  Performance of work by contractor personnel under terms of this contract shall not interfere with Government activities.  

C.4.2.1   Some of the sites requiring services under this contract require security badges for access.  The Contractor is responsible for obtaining security badges from the YPG Law Enforcement and Security Division.  Badges issued by YPG shall be returned to the place of issuance at the completion of the contract or sooner if so directed by the Contracting Officer.  All identification badges issued to the contractor must be accounted for either by turn-in or statement of loss.  The contract shall not be considered complete or final payment made until all badges are accounted for.  When badges are issued they shall be worn in plain sight and above the waist.  

C.4.3   PERSONNEL SECURITY BADGES:  Ten days prior to commencing work, information for each employee for badges must be provided as listed below:

C.4.3.1   Any change in personnel information (e.g. new hire, termination, or change in personnel information already on file) that occurs during the performance of the Contract shall be reported immediately in writing to the addresses listed above.

C.4.4    Access to the Kofa, Cibola, and/or other restricted test ranges is permitted on a day-to-day basis by the Range Control Officer; therefore, continuous access of test range sites cannot be guaranteed on a daily basis.  It is confidently anticipated that the Contractor will be permitted access after clearance through the Range Control Officer most of the time.  

C.4.4.1    Clearance for access to any and all restricted areas and test ranges must be requested by the Contractor from the Range control Officer via phone just prior to entrance into the restricted area.  Range Control can be contacted by phoning 328-3333 for Kofa and 328-2047 for Cibola.  Range Control shall be informed of the name of the vehicle operator and number of occupants, destination and vehicle license number for any given day or occasion access is requested, and shall be notified of any changes in schedule while in the restricted area.  The Contractor shall cancel the clearance with the Range Control Officer via phone upon leaving the restricted area.

C.4.4.2   When the contractor is not allowed access to a particular area, the contractor must notify COR immediately.  The COR may then make necessary adjustments to the Contractor's work schedule to prevent any adverse impact or increase in costs due to the denied access. 

C.5   SEARCH AND SEIZURE:  Contractor personnel and property shall be subject to search and seizure upon entering the confines of the installation, while on the installation, and upon leaving the confines of the installation.

C.6   CONDUCT OF PERSONNEL:  A reasonable standard of conduct will be expected by the Government.  The Contracting Officer may ask the Contractor to remove from the job site any employee working under this contract for reasons of misconduct, security, or found to be or suspected to be under the influence of alcohol, drugs, or other incapacitating agent.

C.6.1   Contractor employees shall be subject to dismissal from the premises upon determination by the Contracting Officer that such action is necessary in the best interests of the Government.  In accordance with local directives and U.S.C. 50, Section 797, the Installation Commander has the authority to bar individuals from the installation.  Any such removal from the job site or dismissal from the premises shall not relieve the contractor of the requirement to provide sufficient personnel to perform the services as required by this work statement.

C.7   CONTRACTOR AVAILABILITY:  A representative of the Contractor should be available at all times during working hours.   An answering device must at least be available if the Contractor’s normal office hours do not coincide with YPG’s 0630 daily beginning hours.

C.8   VEHICLE REGISTRATION:  Motor vehicles entering YPG must have a valid license and state registration.  State license and registration shall be maintained current during the time the vehicle is in use on the installation.  

C.8.1   VEHICLE OPERATION:  Contractor personnel operating vehicles on the installation shall have a valid driver’s license for the type of vehicle being operated and shall comply with all posted signs on the installation.

C.8.2   CONTRACTOR VEHICLE IDENTIFICATION:  Contractor owned vehicles must be identified as such.

C.8.3   YPG VEHICLE REGISTRATION:  Each vehicle that regularly comes on to the installation will be issued identification stickers, upon registration with the YPG Security Office, located at Bldg 714 on the Main Post.  To register a vehicle the regular driver must present his driver’s license, proof of insurance, the vehicle’s registration, and his identification as an employee of the Contractor.  All documents must be current.

C.8.3.1   A vehicle that visits YPG only occasionally can be issued a one-day pass at one of the entrances to YPG. 

C.9   HEALTH AND SAFETY:  Prior to commencing work, the Contractor shall submit an Accident Prevention Plan.  The Contractor shall comply with all OSHA, Army, YPG, state and other applicable industry safety standards.  The Contractor shall report all accidents and occupational illnesses immediately to the Safety Office through the COR.

C.10   QUALITY CONTROL:  The Contractor shall implement a complete Quality Control program that identifies potential and actual problem areas in providing requirements of the contract and provide corrective action throughout the life of the contract.

C.11   PHYSICAL SECURITY:  The Contractor shall be liable for any damage to, or loss of, privately-owned property as a result of negligence on the part of the Contractor or his employees during accomplishment of work required under this contract.  The government will not affect repairs to privately owned property under terms of this contract.  Consequently, any repair made to privately owned property by the Contractor shall be at the Contractor’s risk and at the Contractor’s expense and will not be a liability to the Government.

C.12   GOVERNMENT FURNISHED EQUIPMENT: When delivery is required in a laser test area, it is necessary that laser glasses be worn for eye protection.  The Contractor shall contact the COR to obtain laser glasses.  The Contractor shall be responsible for laser glasses when in Contractor possession.  Laser glasses must be returned to the COR at completion of delivery in laser area, or at the completion of the contract.
