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1.  Introduction.  The U.S. Army Yuma Proving (USAYPG) is requesting proposals to augment the operation, maintenance and servicing of aircraft at Laguna Army Airfield  (LAAF) and to provide Aviation Services for aviation customers.

2.  Background.  USAYPG is a Major Range and Test Facility Base (MRTFB) that conducts Research, Developmental Test and Engineering (RDT&E) missions for DOD, commercial customers and other agencies that have formal agreements with USAYPG. LAAF presently operates and maintains four (4) UH-1H helicopters as instrumentation platforms, two (2) O2-A airplanes in support of the Bio-Chem Joint Project Office and two (2) CASA 212 airplanes in support of the SOCOM high altitude paradrop school.

3.  Scope.  The objective of this effort is to acquire a contract that will provide all equipment, supervision, labor and personnel needed to perform aviation support services to USAYPG, if not otherwise provided by the government. 

3.1  Those operations include:

3.1.1  Ground and Flight operations 
3.1.2  Aviation Maintenance 
3.1.3  Airfield Services 
3.1.4  Aircraft Servicing
3.1.5  Aviation Fuels 
4.0   General Information
4.1  Support services may  be required at other test sites (on and off USAYPG property), throughout the United States, and elsewhere as required, at the expense of the test customer.  Support shall be provided without geographic constraint on work area.  Transportation on government aircraft as approved by the GFR will be permitted on a case-by-case basis. Most of the support activities under this contract are performed in the aviation administration area and general work sites, which are located at LAAF at the USAYPG. Performance under this contract will be subject to surveillance during each contract year. 

4.2   Work shall be performed under work schedules that provide maximum customer support. The normal hours of operation are 6:00 AM to 5:00 PM, Monday through Thursday and 6:30 AM to 5:00 PM Friday for fuel and flight operations. This excludes legal public holidays listed in A.1.35. One half hour is permitted for meal periods that occur at the mid point of each duty day, with two fifteen minute paid breaks near the mid point of each half-duty day. Normally employee duty days are 10 hours per day, 4 days per week. Other duty schedules will be presented to the Contracting Officers Representative (COR)

4.3  A Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) FAR Part 145 Certificate, for this location and the aircraft maintained, is required.  Personnel conducting FAR Part 145 services under this contract are required to have appropriate certificates as required by FARs.  The government will provide the physical facilities and special tools. 

4.4  The volume of activity will fluctuate throughout the life of the contract and adjustments may be required of the workforce. Cross training/utilization is an effective tool in response to work surges and is encouraged.

4.5  Operations are conducted in compliance with DLAI 8210.1 (AR 95-20) and other service guidance as required/directed.

4.6  Qualification/Training:   For some core requirements, the government generally provides additional training.  Aircraft transitions will require a 12-month retention obligation on the part of the employee.

4.7  Evaluations:  Flight related evaluations of  flight crewmembers will be IAW AR 95-1, applicable service guidance and the terms of the contract, Government pilots will conduct evaluations unless otherwise directed by the GFR.

5.  Summary of Requirements
5.1.  GROUND AND FLIGHT OPERATIONS

Note: When these actions are governed by service regulations/documents, they will be complied with, unless deviation is specifically authorized by the COR or alternate COR.
5.1.1   Develop and maintain written ground and flight operations procedures IAW DFARS 252.228-7001 and AR 95-20. All procedures will be reviewed by the COR, Government Flight Representative (GFR), and standardization board as necessary. Procedures must be provided sufficiently in advance of contract start for GFR to review and approve by contract start date. Flight crew training will be conducted IAW AR 95-1, TC 1-210, and appropriate Aircrew Training Manual. Other Training as directed by AR 95-20, Service Guidance, and local policy will provided by you.
5.1.2  General Requirements.  Provide rated (i.e. R/W pilots, F/W pilots) and non-rated (i.e. crew chiefs, systems operators, technical observers) crewmembers to participate in ground and flight operations (ops), which may include aerial gunnery.

5.1.3  Other Requirements.  Your pilots, if qualified, may be tasked to perform additional duties, i.e. standardization instructor pilot (SP), instructor pilot (IP), instrument flight examiner (IE), or maintenance test flight evaluator (ME).  When performing these duties, the pilot will meet the training requirements of the LAAF Commander’s Task List IAW service guidance.

5.1.4  Flight Crewmember Duties.   Provide qualified personnel to perform the following duties:

NOTE: All flight crewmembers must be approved by the GFR prior to first flight.

5.1.4.1  Maintenance Test Pilots (MPs) will perform maintenance test flights IAW service guidance and established procedures.

5.1.4.2 Mission Pilots will perform missions in support of aviation requests as scheduled by LAAF Flight Ops.
5.1.4.3 Crew chiefs will perform pre-flight, in-flight and post-flight duties as directed by appropriate aircraft manuals and/or the PC.

5.1.4.4  In addition to maintenance test flights, your  pilots shall 

perform flight missions in support of  the  USAYPG  Flying Hour Program as
directed by the Government.  All pilots will support missions assigned to    USAYPG Yuma,  Arizona, and off-site locations.
5.1.5 Non-crewmember Duties.  Provide qualified personnel to perform the following duties:

5.1.5.1  Systems Operators are employees with expertise and training in unique systems operations, i.e. left seat operator of an OH-58D.

5.1.5.2   Technical Observers are employees with expertise and training in unique
 support applications, i.e. aerial photographers and certain maintenance functions.
5.1.6  Duty Assignments.  Duties will be assigned as follows:

5.1.6.1 All your pilots and crew chiefs (CE) will be assigned pursuant to tasking from the Government and must meet the minimum mission requirements.

5.1.6.2 Non-rated crewmembers from other contractors will be assigned in response to delivery orders by their individual management procedures.

5.1.7  The Pilot in Command (PC) of the aircraft will be the final authority on what configurations will be loaded on his aircraft.  Aircraft loading will be as directed by the PC’s directions.

5.1.8  Be ready to support and coordinate, through the GFR, mixed flight crews. You will assign your flight crewmembers. Crews may include employees, from this contract or other contracts (as approved by the GFR).  Government employees, either civilian or military, and on occasion from other Government services or agencies  as assigned by LAAF Ops Officer.
5.2  AVIATION MAINTENANCE
Required to perform aircraft maintenance and provide for operation of various allied shops as follows:
Note: When these actions are governed by service regulations/documents, they will be complied with, unless deviation is specifically authorized by the COR or alternate COR.
5.2.1  Aircraft Maintenance.  Perform aviation unit maintenance (AVUM), aviation intermediate maintenance (AVIM), limited depot maintenance, component overhaul (as permitted by FAR 145 Certificate) and scheduled inspections of all assigned aircraft.  Provide service, repair and inspections to TDY and transitory aircraft as required.  Maintenance shall also include airborne armament systems.  All maintenance performed shall be IAW current applicable ARs, current applicable TMs, current TBs, Safety of Flight Messages, current applicable FARs, Army Aviation Flight Test Techniques, current applicable FMs and appropriate USAYPG publications.  

5.2.1.1 Provide management, supervision and other administrative services as applicable to establish and operate aircraft maintenance services.  Quality of work inspections shall take place at sites directed by the COR and shall be accomplished by you.  Perform aviation maintenance test flights.  Also, perform operator AVUM and AVIM on the support equipment utilized by the aviation activities assigned or attached to USAYPG.

5.2.1.2  Shall be provided GFE to perform Avionics repair and testing.  The 

equipment is listed in Appendix D and reflect the TDA equipment

 requirements. The TDA equipment shall be reviewed annually by the COR to ensure that equipment subject to modification or replacement is identified and placed on the TDA and requisitioned.  Maintenance that is performed by you on GFP shall be done IAW the appropriate manuals.

5.2.1.3  Perform as required:

5.2.1.3.1  AVUM/AVIM of scheduled inspections.
5.2.1.3.2  Maintenance of aircraft systems limited structure repairs.

5.2.1.3.3 System functional checks.

5.2.1.3.4 Adjustment and/or replacement of major external components.

5.2.1.3.5 Engine and flight system riggings preventive maintenance.

5.2.1.3.6  Inspections on other materials such as:  components, GSE, paint touchups and refueling units serviceability and quality.

5.2.1.4  Include functions to plan, schedule, control and direct the use of maintenance requirements.  These functions shall include, but not be limited to, the following maintenance actions:

5.2.1.4.1  Perform on-aircraft maintenance to meet mission requirements IAW applicable technical directives.

5.2.1.4.2  Comply with laws, regulations and policies pertaining to all your personnel assigned to work centers.

5.2.1.4.3  Ensure that requirements necessary to support the maintenance mission are included in appropriate plans and programs and coordinated with the GFR in establishing maintenance requirements.

5.2.1.4.4  Control assignment and utilization of allocated maintenance facilities.

5.2.1.4.5  Operate the Preventative Maintenance and Corrosion Control Program IAW existing Army directives.

5.2.1.4.6  Deliverable:  Prepare and maintain aircraft and equipment logs and records IAW applicable technical directives.

5.2.1.4.7  Perform all maintenance IAW the applicable maintenance manuals.

5.2.1.4.8  Designated personnel shall participate in aircraft scheduling to ensure that the scheduled inspections and maintenance requirements are considered in the development of the total aircraft maintenance plans and weekly aircraft flight schedules. Deliverable: aircraft maintenance plans and weekly aircraft flight schedules

5.2.1.5  Foreign Object Damage (FOD).  Establish a FOD Program approved by the GFR.  National Airspace Standard (NAS) 412 will be used as a guide for developing acceptable FOD procedures.  FOD investigation will be conducted and report written by the ASO IAW AR 385-40.

5.2.1.6  Standard Avionics Equipment Maintenance.  Provide AVUM and authorized AVIM support and modifications on all standard avionics equipment  and service and repair of NiCad batteries to include discharging, recharging and inspection as required.

5.2.1.7  Nonstandard Avionics Equipment Maintenance.  Provide AVUM, as provided in applicable manufacturer’s operational and maintenance manuals, on all nonstandard avionics equipment, to include floats.

5.2.1.8  Test Project Equipment Installations.  Modifications and removals performed under the contract will be made IAW local guidance.  Aircraft flight and flight associated systems such as navigation communications, Pilot static and electric (other than normally aviation), shall not be utilized as part of a test project unless specifically approved in writing.  If approved, installation or modification records must reflect this flight system modification and the affected system must be ground and flight tested prior to operational use.  Upon removal of the test project equipment, the aircraft will be restored to its pre-project configuration as directed by the COR.  Appropriate entries must be made in the aircraft records.

5.2.1.9  Fire Control Systems.  Maintenance functions include installation, troubleshooting, testing, repair and maintenance of airborne armament fire control systems.

5.2.1.10  Armament Systems.  Perform AVUM, AVIM and limited depot maintenance for all airborne armament systems.  Provide required physical security for all armament systems and subsystems IAW the current edition of Physical Security Update.

5.2.1.11  Ground-Based Avionics Equipment Maintenance.  Provide AVUM and authorized AVIM on all ground-based avionics equipment for which LAAF has maintenance responsibility.

5.2.1.12  Temporary loan of equipment in support of testing, aircraft maintenance, or other requirements shall be done on the Request for Issue DD Form 1150 or HR DA Form 2062 IAW DA Pam 710-2-1.  All equipment scheduled for PM shall be serviced and returned to the user.  All chargeable expenses shall be entered on a DA Form 2407 Maintenance Request and turned into Airfield Ops.

5.2.1.13  Other Maintenance Services.  In addition to other services, perform the following contractual maintenance services at all locations and include these services in the proposed contract cost.

5.2.1.13.1  Provide maximum availability of aircraft (fixed and rotary wing) to complete accelerated test programs and adjust workforce to meet requirements for USAYPG and other satellite missions. Work performed out side normal duty hours will be approved by the COR.

5.2.1.13.2  Comply with higher headquarters’ directives, safety-of-flight messages (SOFs), Aviation Safety Action Messages (ASAMs), maintenance information messages, special one-time inspections and any inspections directed by the COR or his designated representative   
5.2.1.13.2.1  Verify the technical feasibility of draft SOF’s and ASAM’s.  Verification includes:  performing maintenance actions (disassemble, inspect, etc.) described in draft SOF to confirm the draft’s effectiveness and the accuracy of estimated man-hours; reviewing the written message for technical accuracy; and, performing aircraft and component serial number checks.

5.2.1.13.3  Establish a Controlled Exchange Program for equipment and perform limited controlled substitution when approved by the COR.  Lateral transfer of repair parts is controlled exchange of repair parts and components as defined in the current Maintenance Management Update, AR 750-1.

5.2.1.13.4  Perform aircraft run-up and/or preservation during NMCS status, inclement weather periods and prolonged “no fly” periods, such as, holiday breaks and also, perform this service for aircraft awaiting transfer.

5.2.1.13.5  Perform aircraft spot painting and airframe corrosion prevention.  Strip, paint and mark aircraft IAW TM 55-1500-345-23.  This includes Chemical Agent Resistant Coating (CARC) of airframes and initial, high visibility, orange painting of USAYPG test brackets and items used on test aircraft.

5.2.1.13.6  Perform in compliance with aircraft engineering bulletins.

5.2.1.13.7  Provide repair and rebuild of crash damaged aircraft.

5.2.1.13.8  Provide preparation of aircraft, aircraft systems and subsystems for shipment by air and surface modes.

5.2.1.13.9  Comply with the requirements for the annual Airframe Condition and Evaluation (ACE) inspection.  This includes positioning, depaneling and repaneling of aircraft.

5.2.1.13.10  Provide protection and repair of aircraft and equipment from storm damage in compliance with USAYPG directives.

5.2.1.13.11  Provide preparation, positioning, maintaining and recovery of aircraft for demonstrations and static display arrangements on and off YPG.

5.2.1.13.12  Perform aircraft and support equipment salvage operations.

5.2.1.13.13  Support special alerts and emergencies

5.2.1.13.14  Provide off-base maintenance support of aircraft.

5.2.1.13.15  Perform changes to basic aircraft and installed equipment configuration per local directives.

5.2.1.13.16  Provide support of maintenance requests for non-aeronautical items and services.

5.2.1.13.17  Prepare and maintain aircraft for short-term and intermediate storage.

5.2.1.13.18  Provide preparation of aircraft for special, nonroutine missions.

5.2.1.13.19  Provide preparation for and participation in all command maintenance and supply inspections and safety surveys.  This includes preparing aircraft for unannounced inspections and Contractor test pilot no-notice check rides during Aviation Resource Management Survey (ARMS) and similar inspections.

5.2.1.13.20  Perform local repair and manufacture of parts and equipment.

5.2.1.13.21  Perform test and experimental projects.

5.2.1.13.22  Report facility deficiencies for corrective action.

5.2.1.13.23  Perform in compliance with Quality Deficiency Report and Equipment Improvement Report programs as prescribed in appropriate publications and as directed by the KO or his designated representative.

5.2.1.13.24  Furnish support of X-Ray, Radiographic, Ultrasonic, Eddy Current, Magnetic Particle, Fluorescent Penetrant and Dye Penetrant and other forms of NDT procedures.

5.2.1.13.25  Place mission support items into aircraft, such as, survival kits, water, cargo straps or other equipment required by the daily flight schedule.

5.2.1.13.26  Flight line duties:

5.2.1.13.26.1  Service all aircraft with proper fuel, oil, oxygen and other standard and non-standard servicing.

5.2.1.13.26.2  Support de-fuel aircraft.

5.2.1.13.26.3  Provide maintenance services to aircraft.

5.2.1.13.26.4  Assist pilots on flight readiness inspection.

5.2.1.13.26.5  Towing and marshaling of aircraft IAW AR 95-20 and contractor’s procedures.

5.2.1.13.26.7  Establish a maintenance holding area for components removed from aircraft while test components are installed and undergoing project tests.  Maintenance operating procedures shall provide for accounting control of components maintained within the maintenance holding area.

5.2.1.14  Recovery of Aircraft and GFE.  Upon notification and release by the ASO, recover and preserve wrecked or disabled aircraft and GFE within the Yuma local flying area and outside the Yuma local flying area as directed by the COR.  In the event of an aircraft (fixed or rotary wing) blocking an active runway, the immediate priority shall be to “clear the runway” before proceeding with any further repairs or recovery action in coordination with the ASO and the COR.

5.2.1.15  Provide the necessary support to the ASO during the investigation of an aircraft accident IAW AR 385-40 and DA PAM 385-95 (Estimated Cost of Damage (ECOD), etc.

5.2.1.15.1 ECOD to determine repair recommendation.  Technical inspection results may be used in conjunction with turn-ins, workload, and warranty determinations, other logistic management actions and support of Aviation Safety Investigations.  All technical inspections shall be properly documented.  ECOD will be submitted through the COR to the KO.

5.2.1.16  Perform all acceptance and transfer inspections for aircraft being transferred to or from USAYPG.  This may include a general test flight before transfer and provide ground handling and preservation of aircraft awaiting transfer.

5.2.1.17  Aircraft engines and associated equipment requiring preservation or run-up shall be processed IAW applicable storage criteria as outlined in appropriate publications.  Logbook entry is required.  Only qualified personnel will accomplish run-ups IAW AR 95-1.

5.2.2  Allied Shops.

5.2.2.1 Deliverable:  Maintain, in a current status, all DA PAM 738-750 or DA PAM 738-751 Forms, Log Records and reports applicable to all ground support and aircraft equipment operated and serviced under this contract as prescribed in the applicable publications.  Ensure that all forms and log records applicable to the equipment shall accompany the equipment upon departure from home base, temporary duty (TDY), or transfer and shall be signed for.  Responsible for furnishing all applicable messages, SOFs and new or changed maintenance manuals to aircraft going to bailment.  Log Books, including both Fly-Away and Historical Records binders and Weight and Balance Handbooks, shall be inventoried daily and a written record maintained.

5.2.2.2  Provide an on-site avionics electrical shop for maintenance of ground and airborne communications, radar, navigation, weather avoidance, data assimilation and relay equipment assigned. The avionics shop will track aircraft configuration and control of all A-Kit installations, wiring configuration and type radios, radar and other equipment.

5.2.2.2.1  Electrical systems maintenance functions shall include repair of electrical wiring; switches; sole holds; nicad battery charging, maintenance and rebuilding; and other aircraft electrical systems for total aircraft and ancillary systems and ground 

Equipment.  Electronic systems include communication, navigation, radar and computer systems, both ground and air.  Maintenance functions shall include removing, testing, repairing, maintaining and installing components and systems.  Also, provide these services on-site at test locations.

5.2.2.2.2  Provide an on-site instrumentation activity to fabricate, install, repair and operate test instrumentation equipment.  Fabricate instrumentation packages per design instructions or plans furnished by the instrumentation project engineer; disassemble instrumentation packages, wiring, transducers and accessories on test aircraft as directed by work order, test directive or project engineer; and provide for the operation of instrumentation systems on specified tests as directed by the Government.

5.2.2.2.3  Provide on-site instrumentation systems design for aircraft developmental testing and operational testing programs as directed.  Instrumentation shall be required to monitor aircraft systems with video recording of tested items and instrumentation readings on aircraft as required by the test plan.  Install sensoring equipment for ground or flight data collection as directed by MWO, project engineer or the test directive.

5.2.2.2.4  Calibrate magnetic and gyrocompass for correct readings and initiate a correction card at every engine change and anytime equipment replacement, relocation or modification might result in compass deviation.

5.2.2.2.5  Calibration requirements shall be met on all equipment requiring calibration IAW TB 43-180.

5.2.2.3  Engines.  Provide on-site an engine and power train component shop to implant degraded components into transmission, gearboxes or other drive components.  The installation and removal of implant-degraded components shall, in the majority of cases, require extensive disassembly and re-assembly of the basic component, which in most cases shall be depot maintenance.  Maintenance functions shall include operation of a maintenance test stand, repairing and maintaining power train components consisting of aircraft engines (reciprocating or turbo shaft), main rotor assemblies, tail rotor assemblies, drive shafts, drive shaft components, gear boxes, propellers, main rotor blades, transmissions and tail rotor blades.

5.2.2.3.2  Maintain Health Indicator Test (HIT) Charts on all turbine engine aircraft IAW the appropriate aircraft maintenance manual.

5.2.2.4  Provide an on-site hydraulic, pneudraulic, pneumatic systems and components shop.  Maintenance functions include repair, maintenance, overhaul and testing of components; hose fabrication; hydraulic pumps, valves, jacks and lines; repair and rebuild servo mechanisms; and maintenance of towing equipment and ground handling wheels.

5.2.2.5  Provide an on-site sheet metal shop capable of repair and local manufacture of sheet metal components.  The sheet metal shop shall have the capability to repair and replace composite paneling, including Kevlar panels, coves and brackets, and fiberglass covers and mounts from sample prints provided by project officers or test directives.  Reconditioning modifying and local manufacturing processes shall meet serviceability standards established in applicable TM and draft MWOs.  Provide assistance to engineer and project officers for preparation of detailed drawings for changes to prototype MWOs as fit and provide function test as directed by the COR.

5.2.2.5.1  Provide fabrication of parts, tools and equipment to supported units on cost reimbursable bases.

5.2.3  Quality Program Requirements.

5.2.3.1  The system of quality control during the performance of the contract may be IAW the provisions of MIL-Q-9585A, entitled “Quality Program Requirements”.  

5.2.3.2  The Quality Control Inspector shall be responsible for flight logs and record entries required during subject inspections and must be present during all inspections.  Perform all intermediate, pre-phase and mechanical inspections to include a maintenance records check.  DA 2408-18 “monthly” items will be considered due on a single date and shall be written up as such on DA Form 2408-13-1.

5.2.3.3   Deliverable:   Quarterly a Quality Assurance Audit will be conducted and results provided to the GFR/COR.  The AR 95-20 Survey can be modified to create this audit.

5.2.3.3  Prior to aircraft entering Phase Inspection, QC shall make up an “Inspection Work Kit” to consist of the following:

5.2.3.3.1  All necessary work sheets.

5.2.3.3.2  Oil sample forms.

5.2.3.3.3  Phase cards on inspection sheets as applicable to be copied and used as work sheets.

5.2.3.3.4  All necessary screens, gaskets and seals known to be used on this inspection.

5.2.3.3.5  Review of DA Form 2408-13 and 14 for open items.

5.2.3.3.6  Checking that necessary parts are on hand or on order.

5.2.3.3.7  Review of DA Form 2408-16 for time change due.

5.2.3.3.8  Check supply on status of parts ordered.

5.2.3.4  All discrepancies noted in the aircraft log books, for which you are responsible, shall be repaired and cleared from the aircraft log book by the completion of any intermediate, periodic or phase inspection.

5.2.4   Controlled Exchange Substitution.

5.2.4.1  Establish a Controlled Exchange Program for equipment and perform limited controlled substitutes when approved by the COR/GFR.

5.2.4.2  Provide configuration and control of equipment installed on aircraft to include test item(s), location and installation data.  Installation data includes the type of avionics, instrumentation package, wiring harness, brackets, fixtures, armament and verification of weight and balance for USAYPG aircraft upon receipt of Airworthiness Release(s).

5.2.5   The Government reserves the right to use military, DAC, Federal employees from other U.S. Government Agencies and Contractor personnel with SECRET clearance to perform interim maintenance on specially designated electronic systems, armament systems, major systems and complete airframes and perform Government required inspections.  The Government reserves the right to conduct classified project maintenance which may include aircraft ground handling equipment auxiliary power units, aircraft systems and complete airframe maintenance, as directed by the KO.  Maintenance and inspection test flights will be the responsibility of the Government.  Government will, through test requirements, ether assist Contractor in test flights, or will do test flight and maintenance operational checks (MOC) whenever Government directed.

5.2.6  Controlled Cryptographic Items (CCI).  Will be tasked to support aircraft with CCI (i.e. such as, keying KY58’s and other aircraft systems) IAW DOD 4145.26M and AMCR 350-4.  Specific requirements will be provided in the individual delivery orders.  

Will sign for the CCI from the Government each duty day (when necessary), key or install the item, provide temporary security and, at the end of the duty day, return the CCI to the Government.  Will establish security procedures that comply with Government directives.

5.2.7   Will be tasked to provide manpower support of tests and aircraft off site (YPG) to other continental U.S. (CONUS) locations, such as, the Cold Region Test Center (CRTC) and other activities.  Travel will be directed by individual delivery orders by the COR.  This is applicable to only that travel required by the Government.

5.2.8   Will inspect the aircraft grounding points and maintain records of inspections and repairs to insure compliance with appropriate guidance.

5.2.9  Aeronautical Equipment Army Oil Analysis Program (AOAP).  Establish an AOAP IAW TB 43-0106.

5.2.10  Supply Actions:  Supply functions/actions will be IAW DA Pams 710-2-1 and 710-2-2.

Deliverable: Maintain and deliver a log of all active DLR actions by item, month and current FY. This will be in a format and include information as requested by the COR or GFR.

5.3  AIRFIELD SERVICES

Airfield Services.  Provide various services to include, but not limited to, flight ops activities, ALSE, airfield administrative support and airport advisory service.
NOTE:  When these actions are governed by service regulations/documents they will be complied with, unless deviation is specifically authorized by the COR or alternate COR.

5.3.1  Flight Ops Activities.  Maintain and operate a flight ops activity IAW AR 95‑1, AR 95‑2, 20 (for contractor ops), and AR 25‑400‑2 to include, but not limited to, the following specific tasks:

5.3.1.1  Schedule and dispatch aircraft IAW FAA and Army Flight Regulations, utilizing both manual and computerized Aeronautical Information System service (AIS) and service B flight planning, and perform associated administrative duties.  

5.3.1.2  Process flight clearances.

5.3.1.3  Ensure conformance of flight rules and regulations.

5.3.1.4  Coordinate flight plans with all related agencies.

5.3.1.5  Post and maintain Special Notices and Notices to Airmen (NOTAM).

5.3.1.6  Maintain flight information on inbound and outbound flights.

5.3.1.7  Check with FAA or other agencies on overdue flights.

5.3.1.8  Deliverable: Input all Internal Posting Ticket Data for airfield civilian employees; part utilized, flight hours, delay hours, and fuel products.

5.3.1.9  Perform daily runway and FOD control checks.  Daily activate/validate crash rescue procedures as specified by the Airfield Safety Officer (ASO) and SOP's.

5.3.1.10  Deliverable: Maintain flight records on all aviation crewmembers.

5.3.1.11  Receive and distribute weather information for flight planning purposes.  Identify to the Ops Officer or ASO any conflict that may jeopardize safety of flight.

5.3.1.12  Receive and coordinate flight requests from test engineers to support Materiel Test Center activities.

5.3.1.13  Deliverable:  Maintain monthly flying hour reports, fuel usage reports (in formats approved by Government), and functional files.

5.3.1.14  Perform airfield flight advisory service IAW FAA and service documents and maintain an accurate count of all landings and departures.

5.3.1.15  Prepare and maintain, in current status, cross country kits.

5.3.1.16  Post and distribute FAA, DOD, and Defense Mapping Agency (DMA) maps and flight publications.

5.3.1.17  Coordinate prior permission requests for landing and services of aircraft.

5.3.1.18  Responsible for filling out cargo and passenger manifest.

5.3.1.19  Maintain the key control procedures for all aviation facilities of LAAF.

5.3.1.20  Maintain and secure aircraft key control and fuel cards for assigned aircraft.

5.3.1.21  Insure all reports sent forward to higher headquarters are inspected and signed by either the Ops Officer or LAAF CDR/Leader.

5.3.1.22  Provide copies of  digital voice recordings to the, ASO or appointed investigation boards within 24 hours and transcripts within 72 hours, when requested, in the format specified in TC 95-93, current copies and current changes.

5.3.1.23  Designate and train all “Flight Scheduling/Dispatch Specialist” employees to conduct a record airfield orientation of transit aircrews.

5.3.1.24  Deliverable: Provide “Flight Crew Member Currency Report” IAW  AR 95-20 to include all LAAF flight crewmembers daily in the Flight Briefing folder for the GFR and Ops Officer review.

5.3.3  Aviation Life Support Equipment (ALSE):
5.3.3.1  Maintain survival equipment storage and shop area IAW Army requirements.  Provide an employee to inspect all ALSE used at USAYPG for serviceability.  Duties are to include: 

5.3.3.1.1  Maintenance, inspection and record inspections on flight and safety equipment IAW DA PAM 738‑151 or DA PAM 738‑750 and the governing TM's for the prescribed equipment maintenance and inspection of survival equipment, aircraft recovery equipment, and other mission essential equipment.

5.3.3.1.2  Repair of flame resistant flight clothing, fabric items, (i.e. vehicular top covers, cargo canvas), and upholstery.

5.3.3.1.3  Repair organizational clothing and individual equipment items for authorized customers.   

5.3.3.1.5  Conduct classes and instructions on use of survival equipment.  Any time new items are introduced to the survival packet, ensure all concerned are instructed in their use. 

5.3.3.1.6  Maintain serviceability and accountability of ALSE to include:  flame resistant clothing, flight helmets, survival vests, survival kits, first aid kits, survival radios, and other related equipment.

5.3.3.1.7  Monitor required stockade levels for all ALSE including preparation of reorder documentation and provide documents and information to official hand receipt holder.  A list of current ALSE equipment is provided as Attachment 3.

5.3.3.2  All authorizations for flame resistant flight clothing shall be governed by CTA 50‑900.  All clothing will be issued on the DA Form 3645‑1 Clothing Record (for authorized personnel) and will be IAW DA PAM 710‑2‑1.

5.4   AIRCRAFT SERVICING 
5.4.1   Ground Support Equipment (GSE).  Utilize GSE, Auxiliary Power Units, warehouse tugs, and etc

.

5.4.1.1   Maintain Preventive Maintenance (PM) Records (DD Form 314) on GSE such as:  hydraulic test stand, generators, stands, platforms, ground handling wheels, lighting systems, and hydraulic operated equipment IAW DA PAM 738‑760.  Prepare and maintain Maintenance Request DA Form 2407 and Equipment Inspection and Maintenance Worksheets DA Form 2404 on all work performed IAW DA PAM 738‑750.

5.4.1.2   All GSE shall be cleaned, lubricated, repaired and marked IAW the appropriate TM's and other Army Publications.  The Government will furnish all required parts and POLs.

5.4.1.3   GSE shall be dispatched IAW DA PAM 738‑750.

5.4.1.4   May be required to obtain GSE on loan from other sources (i.e., Marine Corps Air Station Yuma (MCAS), Bureau of Reclamation, Department of the Navy El Centro).  All expenses will be billed back to the customer.

5.4.1.5   Make GSE available to all YPG customers and provide an operator, or provide training to an operator in the proper use of the GSE.  

5.4.1.6   Inspect, maintain, and service (discharge and recharge) halon fire extinguisher systems.

5.4.2   Aircraft Servicing.  

NOTE:  Aviation fuel operations included in 5.5
5.4.2.1   Provide personnel and equipment at each location requiring servicing to insure a minimum aircraft turnaround time, but in no event shall aircraft turnaround time be more than 30 minutes during normal duty hours.

5.4.2.2   Provide flight line transportation upon request for baggage or cargo between the aircraft and the Airfield Ops Office, adjacent parking facilities, or hangar with either Government or Contractor furnished vehicles.  

5.4.2.3   Furnish ground handling and flight line services and assistance to include aircraft fire guard, parking guides and assistance, mooring, starting, moving, and similar preflight and post-flight ground handling, including fuel servicing for flight available aircraft.

5.4.2.4   Support aircraft with O2, LOX, Nitrogen, POL products, and other standard items and nonstandard when approved by the COR

5.5  AVIATION FUELS

Note: When these actions are governed by service regulations/documents, they will be complied with, unless deviation is specifically authorized by the COR or alternate COR.
5.5.1  Scope of Work. You have a requirement to deliver aviation fuels at USAYPG and have the requirement to support de-fueling operations.

5.5.2  Providing Fuel.

5.5.2.1  Provide jet fuel (Jet A-1 or acceptable alternate) and avgas 100LL. You will be able to obtain fuels from other sources (YPG and MCAS Yuma) on case-by-case bases or to meet unique customer requirements and in response to emergencies.

5.5.2.2  Ensure that all fuel delivered has the appropriate certification and meet specifications through an appropriate and adequate Quality Assurance program.

5.5.2.3  Maintain a replenishment schedule to ensure no interruption to the delivery of fuel to aircraft. At a minimum 20,000 gal of jet fuel will be kept on hand at all times to meet normal operational requirements. One 2,500 gal tanker is provided for 100LL. Deliveries at LAAF shall be made within 30 minutes of the request during normal duty hours. Avgas deliveries shall be made within 48 hours of receipt of customer request.

5.5.3  A DD 1896 is the only acceptable payment method in order for you to deliver aviation fuel.
5.5.4  Hours of Operation.  0700 – 1700 Local:  Monday – Friday.  After hours serves must be scheduled prior to close of business the previous duty day.

5.5.5  Additional Requirements. You will deliver aviation fuels in response to customer request to any location within the boundaries of USAYPG and off installation sites on a case-by-case basis.  Requests for support of tactical unit training requirements, Forward Army Refueling Points (FARPs), will be conducted on a case by case basis as determined by the COR.

5.5.6  Personnel.  Minimal qualifications.  All tanker truck drivers will have an AZ CDL.

5.5.7  Additional Tasks.  When directed by LAAF Flt. Ops. provide flight line transportation  for crew, baggage, or cargo in around LAAF utilizing government vehicles. Marshaling of aircraft and other support as requested. Support aircraft with O2, LOX, N, POL and other standard and non-standard actions.

5.5.8  Deliverable.  Prepare, maintain and deliver to the COR a monthly fuel report. 

 5.6   General Requirements

Provide the non-personal services described in the prescribed requirements and do all things necessary for, and incident to, the performance of the work set forth herein.

5.6.1  Contract Management Requirements.  Responsible for management duties as delineated in the following tasks:

5.6.1.1  Designate in writing to the Contracting Officer (KO) and the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR), a Program Manager (PM) authorized to act on your behalf for all matters relating to this contract during regular duty hours.  Another individual(s) shall be designated in writing to act for the PM whenever work is being performed outside normal duty hours or during the PM’s absence.

5.6.1.2  Safety Program and Requirements.  By contract start date, implement and maintain a Safety Program for preventing accidents, minimizing damage to Government Furnished Property (GFP), and preserving the life and health of Contractor and Government personnel involved in the performance of this contract.  Furnish the KO with the name of the designated Safety representative prior to commencement of work.

5.6.1.2.1  Implement a Safety Program that is in compliance with the provisions of all safety regulations cited in this contract and in accordance with (IAW) local, state and federal standards and comply with the Occupational Safety and Health Act (OSHA).

5.6.1.2.2  Assume full responsibility and liability for compliance with all applicable regulations pertaining to the health and safety of personnel during the execution of work.  The Government will be held harmless for any action on your part or that of your employees or subcontractors, which may result in illness, injury or death.

5.6.1.2.3  The safety program shall work closely with the Aviation and Ground Safety Program of YPG, to include joint training and shared assets.

5.6.1.2.4  Personnel shall wear safety items required by the DOD during work requiring personal protective equipment (PPE).  Provide authorized visitors with suitable PPE (i.e., protective clothing, flight suits, headgear, eye protection and footwear).

5.6.1.2.5  Safety Program Plan shall include provisions for:

5.6.1.2.5.1  Monthly safety meetings will be coordinated and held in conjunction with the YPG Aviation Safety Meetings and YPG Safety Training.

5.6.1.2.5.2  Briefing employees.  Brief at least monthly the hazards inherent to work within this contract and how to accomplish corrective action to mitigate or eliminate the hazards.  Give a safety briefing to each new employee within 3 working days.  Include in safety briefings, information about venomous spiders and snakes, heat and other natural hazards that may be encountered on the installation.  Also include range safety procedural information.

5.6.1.2.5.3  Safety training.  Provide first aid and range safety training for personnel.

5.6.1.2.5.4  Hazardous material training.  Provide hazardous material training IAW 40 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) 265.16 and 29 CFR 1910.120.

5.6.1.2.5.5  Accidents and injuries.  Report accidents and injuries to the KO, IAW AR 385-10.  The PM shall immediately report all employee accidents, injuries or occupational illnesses, regardless of the severity, to the YPG Aviation Safety Officer (ASO) and the COR within one hour of occurrence.  Establish a call back system during non-duty hours to meet safety and security requirements.  As a minimum, identify response time, provide names of individuals to be notified in case of emergency, and provide the identity and telephone number of the doctor to the COR.  Maintain an accurate record of accidents resulting in traumatic injury or death and accidents resulting in damage to Government property, supplies and equipment.

5.6.1.2.5.6  Inspect and survey work areas for potential safety hazards.

5.6.1.2.5.7  Furnish personnel with PPE and safety devices, not otherwise provided by USAYPG.

5.6.1.2.6  Fire Protection.  Observe all regulations and directions for fire prevention and comply with the YPG Fire Department’s fire prevention program, as stated in USAYPG Regulation (USAYPGR) 420-1, along with State and Federal requirements (i.e., National Fire Protection Association Code 401, FM10-67-1 Aircraft Refueling and other codes as appropriate).

5.6.1.2.7 Class 1 Ozone Depleting Substances

5.6.1.2.7.1  Per Section 326 of Public Law 102-484, effective 1 June 1993, specifications and standards cannot require the use of Class 1 Ozone Depleting Substances (ODS) without approval.  There are some cases where a specification or standard allows the use of and ODS, but does not specifically require its use.  A situation of this type does not require substitution under the law.

5.6.1.2.7.2  If this requirement allows, but does not require, the use of a Class 1 ODS, although it is not mandatory to use a non-ODS substance, you are encouraged to give preferences to using the non-ODS choice.

5.6.1.3  Security Program And Requirements.

5.6.1.3.1  During the performance of this contract, you shall have access to classified information up to the SECRET level at USAYPG.  Types of access are described below:

5.6.1.3.1.1  Perform services that involve hands on, visual or aural access to classified information.

5.6.1.3.1.2  Be able to possess a facility clearance of SECRET granted by Defense Security Service (DSS), prior to initial performance of the contract.  Operate as a cleared facility at USAYPG, Yuma, AZ.

5.6.1.3.1.3  DOD 5220.22-M, National Industrial Safety Program shall apply as the basic security directive for safeguarding classified information.  In addition to the basic requirements, which shall be complied with, which are directed and governed by Army or local policies.  The requirements and governing directives are described throughout the security section.

5.6.1.3.1.4  Develop a Standard Practice Procedure Plan, (a requirement of DOD 5220.22-M), for operations at USAYPG and provide it to the Command Information Office, Information Security (CIO-IS), ATTN:  Industrial Security, for review and approval.

5.6.1.3.1.5  Develop an OPSEC Plan and submit it for approval within 45 days, after award of contract, to CIO-IS, ATTN: Industrial Security, for review and approval.  The USAYPG OPSEC Plan shall be provided upon award of the contract, which may be used as a guide for developing the OPSEC Plan.

5.6.1.3.2  Personnel Requirements.

5.6.1.3.2.1  Full time, permanent employees, employed in the performance of this contract at USAYPG, shall be native-born or naturalized U.S.A. citizens.  Naturalized citizens may be required to submit copies of naturalization documents.

5.6.1.3.2.2  Employees who shall operate USAYPG computers or operate computers that process USAYPG information, shall possess a favorable National Agency Check.  Employees operating a computer, which processes classified information, shall possess the appropriate level security clearance.

5.6.1.3.2.3  Personnel shall not be permitted to access classified information/material, nor operate computers that process classified information, at USAYPG, until CIO-IS, USAYPG, Yuma, AZ receive certification of security clearance.

5.6.1.3.2.4  If an individual is placed in a position, where a security clearance is required, and for whatever reason, the security clearance cannot be granted by the Defense Industrial Security Office (DISCO), Columbus, OH, the individual shall be removed and not be authorized to work at USAYPG, Yuma, AZ.

5.6.1.3.2.5  Due to position sensitivity, some positions will require a security clearance or a favorable National Agency Check.  If an employee is unable to obtain and maintain a security clearance or a National Agency Check, the individual shall not be authorized to work under this contract at USAYPG.

5.6.1.3.2.6  CIO-IS shall process employees requiring a National Agency Check.  You shall be responsible for processing employees requiring a security clearance.

5.6.1.3.3  Visit Request.

 5.6.1.3.3.1  Provide a classified visit request, IAW the requirements of DOD 5220.22-M, to include employee’s social security number.  The term, “classified visit request”, does not mean the “visit request” is classified, it means the visitors possess:  (1) the appropriate security clearance;  (2) the need-to-know; and (3) shall have access to classified information during the performance of the contract.

5.6.1.3.3.2  Provide an unclassified visit request of those employees who shall not access classified information at USAYPG, to include the below listed information: 

(1) Employee’s full name

(2) Social Security Number

(3) Date and Place of Birth

(4) Naturalization number (if applicable)

(5) Citizenship

(6) Date of Visit:  From________ To________

(7) Purpose of Visit                                            
5.6.1.3.3.3  Provide the appropriate visit request for any of its visitors who will be visiting USAYPG.

5.6.1.3.3.4  All visit requests shall be provided to CIO-IS, USAYPG, Yuma, AZ, ten (10) workdays prior to commencement of work or actual visit.  Any change in information, furnished on the above visit request, resulting from hiring, discharge, termination or employment actions or other personnel changes, shall be reported immediately in writing to CIO-IS, USAYPG, and Yuma, AZ.

5.6.1.3.4  Range Passes

5.6.1.3.4.1  Employees working the YPG Ranges shall be issued a range pass only after they have met all security requirements, i.e., visit requests, etc.

5.6.1.3.4.2  Visitors and employees, who do not work in the ranges, who on an occasional basis are required to enter the ranges, shall be escorted.

5.6.1.3.4.3  Personnel, issued range passes, shall not permit others to use them, nor shall they be used for personal identification outside USAYPG.  Anyone found allowing this to happen shall not be permitted to work at USAYPG.

5.6.1.3.4.4  Will be held accountable for all range passes issued to your personnel and inventory them and maintain a record for inspection purposes.  If a range pass is lost, a report shall be filed immediately with Pass and ID, Physical Security Division.  All range Passes shall be returned to Pass and ID, Physical Security Division, CIO-IS, at the completion of the contract, when employees are terminated or when date of expiration on range pass has expired.  Failure to comply with this procedure shall result in final payment being withheld until all range passes are accounted for and returned.

5.6.1.3.5  Automation Security Requirements.

5.6.1.3.5.1  Comply with the requirements of DOD 5200.22-M when processing classified information and those systems utilized to process unclassified AR 380-5 and any applicable supplements will govern information.

5.6.1.3.5.2  Employees, governed per AR 380-5, performing on this contract, shall be assigned to positions designated as ADP I, ADP II and ADP III sensitive positions and shall have the appropriate investigations completed.  The types of investigation are identified below:

5.6.1.3.5.2.1  ADP I – Background Investigation or Special Background Investigation.

5.6.1.3.5.2.2  ADP II – National Agency Check or Agency Check with Inquiries.

5.6.1.3.5.2.3  ADP III – National Agency Check, Entrance National Agency Check or National Agency Check with Inquiries.

5.6.1.3.5.2.2  ADP II – National Agency Check

5.6.1.3.5.3  Employees who possess a security clearance granted by DISCO and are assigned duties requiring a National Agency Check, do not need to be reprocessed for a National Agency Check.

5.6.1.3.5.4  Prepare a listing of ADP sensitive positions containing the below listed information.  A copy shall be maintained for your records and a copy forwarded to CIO-IS, ATTN:  ISSM.

5.6.1.3.5.5  Develop and maintain an AIS Operating Procedure Plan (OPP) to describe the operating procedures for safeguarding sensitive data and protecting data processing systems resources according to assigned sensitivity level of the facility/system and the data.  The AIS OPP is not to be conflicted with the Standard Practice Plan, a requirement of the Industrial Security Plan.  Submit to the CIO-IS, ATTN:  ISSM, the proposed AIS OPP within 45 days after award of the contract, for review and approval.  In no case will sensitive data be processed prior to AIS OPP approval and implementation.

5.6.1.3.5.6  To the maximum extent possible, the AIS OPP shall be based on the current AR 380-5 and all applicable supplement(s) thereto, and current system accreditation documents.  Copies shall be provided upon request.  The AIS OPP at a minimum shall include security procedures for:

(1) Investigating security incidents

(2) Providing physical security

(3) Investigations for “AIS” sensitive positions

(4) Assessing employee performance and behavior

(5) Securing files, documents

(6) Providing risk management and risk assessment (as applicable)

(7) Preparing an accreditation document (as applicable)

(8) Conducting security briefings

(9) Individual security responsibilities, i.e., TASO, operator, programmers, etc.

(10) Conducting security and hazard training

(11) Changes to the AIS OPP document

5.6.1.3.5.7  Use of privately owned computers is prohibited, at USAYPG, without prior written consent of the Automated Information Systems Security Manager (AISISSM).

5.6.1.3.5.8  Violations:  All security violations or suspected violations of an AIS nature shall be reported to the Automated Information System Information System Security Officer (AISSSO), K Security Officer and the installation AISISSM.

5.6.1.3.5.9  Protection of Privacy of Information.  Information submitted to Chief, CIO, such as, that addressed in the Personnel Requirements and Visit Requests shall be protected from unauthorized disclosure and shall be submitted in sealed envelopes.

5.6.1.3.5.10  Security Inspections.

5.6.1.3.5.10.1  Subject to announced and unannounced security inspections conducted by Physical Security, AIS Security, Industrial Security, etc.

5.6.1.3.5.10.2  Inspection reports shall be provided THRU COR to you for action

5.6.1.3.6  Physical Security.  Pecuniarily liable for any damage to, or loss of, privately owned property as a result of negligence on part of employees during accomplishment of work required under this contract.  The Government will not affect repairs to privately owned property under the terms of this contract.  Consequently, any repair made to privately owned property will be at your risk and expense and will not be a liability to the Government.

5.6.1.3.7  Key Control.

5.6.1.3.7.1  Responsible for keys provided by the Government.  Establish and implement procedures for ensuring that all keys issued are safeguarded and handled IAW AR 190-51.  Establish and maintain the Key Control Program (KCP) for all aviation GFP, Government furnished equipment (GFE), Government furnished materials (GFM), Government furnished facilities (GFF) and aircraft controlled by USAYPG.

5.6.1.3.7.2  Report any occurrence of duplicated, misplaced or lost keys to the COR within 2 hours after discovery and submit a written report to the COR by COB the following day.  The written report shall provide complete details relating to duplication, misplaced key or loss.  In the event a key is duplicated, misplaced or lost, the Government will replace all locks and keys for that system.  Reimburse the Government for replacement of locks or re-keying required as a result of the incident.

5.6.1.4  Quality Assurance Program And Requirements.  Implement a complete Quality Control Program (QCP) that identifies potential and actual problem areas in providing requirements of the contract as specified and that results in corrective action throughout the life of the contract.  The basic tenet of the program is to be responsible for all quality assurance (QA).  All methods, procedures and forms shall support this concept.  Submit a written plan prior to commencement of work.

 5.6.1.4.1  Use manuals, schedules, procedures, manufacturer’s design specifications and Government instructions as criteria against which an inspection will be made.  In those areas, in which, specifications or manuals are not available, generate such information and recommend and submit to the Government for approval and incorporation into the contract, as applicable.                                   

5.6.1.4.2  Inspect all applicable GFE on a semiannual basis or as required.  The inspections are to be staggered and performed on a noninterference basis with the test programs.  The inspections may be performed in conjunction with maintenance routines and are highly encouraged after making a major equipment repair.

5.6.1.4.3  Establish, document and maintain a system to ensure that adequate records of all test and inspections are maintained.  These records shall be used to determine the effectiveness of the QA Program (QAP) and to uncover trends that might tend to degrade the quality of the data product.  This system shall include, but is not limited to, equipment logs, repair reports, preventive maintenance (PM) reports, discrepancy reports, incident reports and customer complaints.

5.6.1.5  Reports.  Maintain accurate and current records of contract performance according to the requirements set forth in this contract in order to provide a clear and concise audit trail.

5.6.1.5.1 If required by Army or Federal Regulations or the COR, develop new or update established, written Standard Operating Procedures (SOP’s) for each operation performed under this contract.  Develop and submit each SOP to the COR for review and approval (i.e., spot painting, hazardous waste and material handling, weapons systems and munitions).

5.6.1.5.2 When required by the Government, modify procedures, processes and process control software.

5.6.1.5.3 Have records available for review and inspection, by the Government, upon request from the COR or the KO.

5.6.1.5.4 Turn over all documentation, such as, write ups, maintenance logs, equipment records, procedures, diagrams, software and files, that is generated during the life of the contract, for final disposition by the Government.

5.6.1.6 Requisitioning.  This function covers the request and acquisition of repair parts.

5.6.1.6.1 Repair parts for aircraft shall be obtained through the Installation Supply Support Activity as part of the Depot Supply System.  Parts shall be requisitioned IAW DFARS 245.303-2 and MILSTRIP procedures after approval of the COR.

5.6.1.6.2  When economically practical, repair and return to serviceability, all nonexpendable and expendable recoverable components, parts, supplies, materials, subassemblies and assemblies, that are removed from Government-owned equipment.  Do not replace parts in lieu of the expenditure of labor.  Down time, for performance of the maintenance function, shall be scheduled so as not to conflict or interfere with YPG operational schedules.

5.6.2  Contractor And Government Interface.  It is a goal of the Government to encourage open and positive communication.  Government personnel and your personnel should be able to talk to each other in an effective, yet professional manner, while working towards a mutual goal of excellent performance.  However, the KO is the only individual authorized to approve changes in any of the requirements of this contractual agreement.

5.6.2.1  Informal Communications.  Informal communications are those, which occur during the day-to-day operations and performance of the Contractual agreement.  The KO, COR, Alternate Contracting Officer’s Representative (ACOR) and other designated Government Representatives matters with PM and on-site personnel as necessary.

5.6.2.2  Formal Communications.  Formal communications involve meetings, reports, letters, memoranda and other documents, which are necessary to fulfill the requirements of the contractual agreement or that may require adjustments to the contract.

5.6.2.2.1  Regular discussions will be scheduled between the Government and you to discuss overall performances, quality, timeliness, operational maintenance and safety.

5.6.2.2.2  Special discussions will be called to address specific areas of concern that may arise during the actual administration and performance of this contract.  Government attendance at these discussions will include the KO and CO and the necessary technical personnel.  The frequency of both regularly scheduled and special discussions will vary as circumstances dictate during the performance of the contractual agreement.

5.6.3 Other Contractors.  The Government will award other contracts independent of this contract, such as, range support services, facilities maintenance, refuse collection and portable latrine servicing.  Coordination, required between Contractors performing other contracts and this contract, will be made by the COR.  Fully Cooperate with the other Contractors, with the Government and shall adapt scheduling and performance as required.

5.6.4  Information Management.

5.6.4.1  The Information Mission Area (IMA) and the Army Information Resources Management Program (AIRMP) are defined in AR 25-1.  The AIRMP integrates across the Strategic, Theater/Tactical and Sustaining Base Environments.  AR 25-2 prescribes the policies, responsibilities and procedures that govern the management of the sustaining base environment.

5.6.4.2  Policies and Procedures.  Army information management policies, objectives, procedures and responsibilities are applicable under this contract.  Army procedures and standards applicable to a defense Contractor, that cannot be followed exactly, shall be identified in writing to the KO.  Request for exception to policies and procedures, which contains sufficient justification, will be processed by the Government and properly considered and exception will be granted when justified and authorized in compliance with applicable regulations.

5.6.4.3  Automatic Data Processing Equipment (ADPE).  All ADPE, used to support the contract, shall be operated and managed by you.

A.  Definitions
  Definitions/Acronyms/Abbreviations.  Definitions of standard Army terms and phrases used in this solicitation are in AR 310‑25.  Standard acronyms and brevity codes are defined in AR 310‑50.  Other items and acronyms are defined in this section.

A.1  Definitions.
A.1.1  Acceptable Quality Level (AQL) ‑ The maximum percent defective, the maximum number of defects per hundred units, or the number of defects that can be considered satisfactory on the average.  The allowable leeway or variance from a standard before the government will reject a specific service.  An AQL does not imply that the Contractor may knowingly perform in a defective way.  It implies that the government recognizes that defective performance does not exceed the AQL, the service will not be rejected be the government.  The Contractor, however, must re‑perform when possible, all defective work.

A.1.2  Aircraft Assigned ‑ Any aircraft assigned to USAYPG, HR #63.

A.1.3  Aircraft Attached ‑ Aircraft on loan to USAYPG from other commands for which USAYPG has assumed all logistical responsibilities.

A.1.4  Aircraft Available ‑ Flyable aircraft available for use and usable for the purpose intended, according to design and installed accessory equipment.  To qualify, aircraft must not merely be capable of becoming airborne with safety, but when required for flights, all installed electronic equipment (including avionics equipment used for navigation and communication) must be fully operative.

A.1.5  Aircraft Damaged ‑ Any aircraft unserviceable due to damage requiring repair for return to flyable status or so damaged as to be considered non‑repairable.

A.1.6  Aircraft Detached ‑ Aircraft not available to the point of assignment due to being on temporary loan to another unit or based temporarily outside the Yuma maintenance area.

A.1.7  Aircraft‑Installed Ground‑Type Signal Equipment ‑ Equipment designed primarily for ground use but installed in aircraft for special mission purposes.

A.1.8  Aircraft Maintenance Items ‑ This includes aircraft repair parts, special tools, and ground handling equipment which has NSN falling within the responsibility of U.S. Army 

Aviation Troop Command, St. Louis, Missouri (ATCOM), with the exception of the General Mechanics' Tool Set.

A.1.9  Aircraft, nonstandard ‑ Aircraft specifically procured or used by the Army which are not part of the Army inventory.  Maintenance publications are issued by an agency other than the U.S. Army.
A.1.10  Aircraft Rejected ‑ Aircraft offered by the Contractor which is found by the Government not to meet the definition of "Aircraft Available".

A.1.11  Aircraft, Standard ‑ Aircraft specifically procured for use by the Army for which Army maintenance publications have been issued.

A.1.12  Airworthiness Directives ‑ Those instructions engineered and published by the FAA for aircraft not covered by military directives.

A.1.13  Airworthiness Release ‑ A document issued by ATCOM that states the qualification of an item's capability to be used as an aircraft subsystem or component to function satisfactorily when used within prescribed limits.

A.1.14  Aviation Depot Maintenance ‑ Maintenance performed as described in current edition of Maintenance Management Update.

A.1.15  Aviation Facility Manager/Commander (AFM/C) ‑ A USAYPG employee whose primary function is to manage all aviation facilities belonging to YPG and to manage contracts in support of that mission.

A.1.16  Bailed Aircraft ‑ Any aircraft held by a Contractor for which he performs all maintenance by Bailment Agreement.

A.1.17  Calendar Day ‑ The time from midnight to midnight.

A.1.18  Contract Start Date ‑ Same as effective date of the contract.

A.1.19  Contracting Officer's Representative ‑ An individual designated in writing by the Contracting Officer to perform specific contract administration activities, including evaluation of Contractor performance.

A.1.20  Contractor ‑ The Contractor, its subsidiaries and affiliates, joint ventures involving the Contractor, or any entity which the Contractor may have merged or any individual or entity that assisted or advised the Contractor in the preparation of a proposal under this solicitation.

A.1.21  Date of the Contract ‑ Date on which KO signs the contract.

A.1.22  Downed Aircraft ‑ An aircraft that is grounded for any reason other than crash damage, causing the scheduled flight to be aborted.

A.1.23  Due in from Maintenance (DIFM) ‑ A system used to control and identify recoverable components issued to maintenance customers.

A.1.24  Effective Date of the Contract ‑ Date on which the Contractor commences the phase‑in period.

A.1.25  Equipment Improvement Modification ‑ Modifications designed to improve the capability on nonstandard or other aircraft for which modification has been authorized by the GFR.

A.1.26  Equipment Records ‑ Those records required for operation and maintenance of all equipment, as prescribed by DA PAM 738‑750 and DA PAM 738‑751.

A.1.27  Expendable ‑ Items that are consumed in use or lose their identity when installed in or incorporated into another item.  Expendables are dropped from stock record accounts when issued or used, and include such items as certain repair parts, fuel, and cleaning materials.

A.1.28  Factory Bulletins ‑ Those Federal Aviation Regulations (FARs) bulletins issued by manufacturers for off‑the‑shelf aircraft.

A.1.29  Flight Crewmembers ‑ For the purpose of this contract, flight crewmembers are individuals with an assigned crew station and a specific crew function as defined in the operator's manual.  Crewmembers include instructor pilot, examiner pilot, copilot, and flight engineer.  The flight crewmembers defined herein are subject to the "Flight Risks" clause of the contract.

A.1.30  Flight Mechanics ‑ Qualified personnel designated to perform, in accordance with AR 95‑20, flight readiness, daily, preflight, post‑flight, and in‑flight duties including AVUM and AVIM.

A.1.31  Flight Personnel, Non-crewmember ‑ For the purpose of this contract, non-crewmember flight personnel is defined as an individual designated to perform a function, other than a crew function, while the aircraft is in flight.  They are flight mechanics, troubleshooters, technicians, observers, and inspectors.

A.1.32  Government Flight Representative (GFR) ‑ To whom the approving authority has delegated responsibility for approval of Contractor flights, procedures, and flight crewmembers, IAW AR 95‑20.

A.1.33  Hand‑Receipt (HR) Item ‑ An item of Government property that must be accounted for IAW AR 710‑2.

A.1.34  Hazardous Duty ‑ Any assigned duty necessary in the performance of Contractor's job which by its nature is dangerous to the life or limb of the person performing the duty; i.e., test pilot, employees assigned to troubleshooting weapons, etc.

A.1.35  Legal Public Holidays ‑ Holidays in each calendar year identified as follows:

New Year's Day, January 1

Martin Luther King's Birthday, the third Monday in January

Washington's Birthday, the third Monday in February

Memorial Day, the last Monday in May

Independence Day, July 4

Labor Day, the first Monday in September

Columbus Day, the second Monday in October

Veteran's Day, November 11

Thanksgiving Day, the fourth Thursday in November;

Christmas Day, December 25

A.1.36  Limited Depot Maintenance ‑ That depot level maintenance authorized by the appropriate command and directed by the KO to be performed by the Contractor.

A.1.37  Nonexpendable Property ‑ Property that is not consumed in use and retains its original identity during use.  Examples are machines, power tools, vehicles, hand tools, and furniture.

A.1.38  Not Mission Capable Maintenance (NMCM) ‑ An aircraft that is not flyable and available due to lack of required maintenance.  Includes aircraft in work and aircraft awaiting work.

A.1.39  Not Mission Capable Supply (NMCS) ‑ A condition status of an item of equipment or system indicating that it is not mission capable nor can maintenance work be performed to return it to a mission capable status until the required item(s) of supply become available.  When a part(s) requirement is determined which will ground the aircraft, an NMCS requisition may be submitted six days in advance of the anticipated NMCS condition.

A.1.40  Organic Equipment ‑ Equipment permanently installed in the aircraft and equipment listed on the aircraft inventory record (DA Form 2408‑17) or test project equipment as listed on Project DD Form 3651 (Weight and Balance inventory).

A.1.41  Overtime (OT) Premium ‑ The difference between the Contractor's regular rate of pay to an employee for the shift involved and the higher rate paid for OT.  It does not include shift 

premium which is the difference between the compensation paid to an employee at the Contractor's regular rate of pay for the base shift and that paid at the regular rate of pay for extra‑pay shift work.  (NOTE THE OT CLAUSE OF THIS CONTRACT.)

A.1.42  Preventive Maintenance (PM) ‑ Known or predictable maintenance requirements that can be planned or programmed for accomplishment on either a short or long‑range schedule.  This includes accomplishment of recurring scheduled maintenance inspections and servicing, compliance with TMs, other than the immediate action category, and correcting delayed or deferred discrepancies.  It also includes maintenance on those items of equipment presently in a temporary storage status.

A.1.43  Project/Program Manager (PM) ‑ That individual appointed by the Contractor to be responsible for the overall management and coordination of this contract and who acts as the central point of contact with the Government.

A.1.44  Property Administrator ‑ An individual appointed by the KO and delegated the specific authority to monitor GFP, except Real Property, furnished to a Contractor.

A.1.45  Real Time ‑ The absence of delay, except for the time required for the transmission by electromagnetic energy, between the occurrence of an event or the transmission of data, and the knowledge of the event, or acceptance of the data at some other location.

A.1.46  Secured Area ‑ An existing area with sufficient protection to preclude vandalism or unauthorized tampering with aircraft.  Examples are:

A.1.46.1  Civilian airfields which are operational and/or guarded 24 hours daily.

A.1.46.2  Military airfields which are operational or have guards during non‑operational hours.

A.1.46.3  An area which has military personnel or civilian police on duty as guards.

A.1.46.4  Stagefields which are manned with on‑duty stagefield crews.

A.1.47  Special Modification ‑ Modifications other than MWO's in support of test project work.

A.1.48  Standard Avionics Equipment ‑ Avionics equipment listed in the current TB 43‑0123 to include related test equipment.  This equipment will be listed as part of the Table of 

Distribution and Allowances (TDA) for YPG and is subject to upgrade through the Army Test Measurement and Diagnostic Equipment (TMDE) Program for use by the Contractor.

A.1.49  Stock Fund ‑ The Army Stock Fund is a working capital fund established under the provisions of Section 405 of the National Security Act, as amended, for the purpose of financing inventories of such stores, supplies, materials, and equipment as the Secretary of Defense may designate.  The fund consists of unexpended balances of cash on deposit in the Treasury; accounts receivable, stocks of supplies, materials, and equipment; all other current assets pertaining to or acquired in the financing of such stocks and all liabilities incurred in connection with such financing.

A.1.50  Supplement Type Certificate (STC) ‑ Certificate issued by the FAA after a change of aircraft, engine or accessory from its original type certificate as outlined in FAR Vol. II, Part 21.

A.1.51  Surfaces and Appurtenances ‑ Roads, ramps, slabs, road drainage ditches, culverts, inlets, bridges, traffic signs, guard rails, and pavement markings.

A.1.52  System Support Package (SSP)‑ Customer furnished spare parts, equipment publication, supplies, special tools, and miscellaneous support equipment established to support a specific end item.  The term SSP is inclusive of PM's collections of spare parts established with customer funds to ensure that minimum delays occur during testing due to normal supply system shortages of necessary replacement parts.

A.1.53  Technical Administrator (TA) ‑ A person who provides liaison for the Government between the Contractor and the KO.  Monitors technical quality and will be identified to the Contractor in writing.

A.1.54  Test Parts ‑ Parts specifically manufactured for test, as opposed to interchangeable repair parts.

A.1.55  True NMCS ‑ This concept is used when adjusting availability rates due to NMCS conditions.  The Government supply system must have had the required time to provide the part(s) as defined in DOD FAR Supplement, Appendix H, paragraph H204.

F.6 Conflict of Interest.  Do not employ off-duty contracting personnel, contracting officer’s representatives or other Government personnel involved in surveillance of the contract, nor any other employee of the United States Government or the Department of Defense, either military or civilian, if such employment would create a conflict of interest or be contrary to the policies contained in the Standards of Conduct.  Do not employ any person, who is an employee of the Department of Defense, unless such person receives prior approval IAW applicable military and civilian directives.

F.7 Conduct of Personnel.  The Contracting Officer may require any employee, working under this contract, be removed from the jobsite for reasons of misconduct, security or found to, be suspected, to be under the influence of alcohol, drugs or other incapacitating agent.  Employees shall be subject to dismissal from the premises, upon determination by the Contracting Officer, that such action is necessary in the interests of the Government.  IAW local directives and U.S.C. 1382 (1972), the installation commander has the authority to bar individuals from the installation.  The removal from the job site or dismissal from the premises shall not relieve the Contractor of the requirement to provide sufficient personnel to perform the services as required by this contract.

F.8 Additional Pilot Qualification.  On contract start date, no less than 4 pilots will be qualified and current in CASA 212-200, with no less than 2 qualified as PC (IAW AR 95-1).

F.9 Contractor Crewmember Medical Flight Restrictions.
F.9.1 Require crewmembers to comply with AR 40-8, Temporary Flying Restrictions Due To Exogenous Factors, and shall not allow crewmembers to perform flight crew duties following emergency room treatment from a physician until cleared by a Government designated flight surgeon. 

F.9.2 All personnel performing ground operations must receive a physical examination every 5 years IAW AR 95-20.
