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Web Centric GeoSpatial Collaboration

GeoViz Overview: GeoViz is a Multi-Level-Secure web-centric client/server environment that offers dynamic GeoSpatial Collaboration with advanced geographically based search engine techniques.  Utilizing Internet browsers as a development, visualization and collaboration environment, GeoViz users can dynamically build GeoSpatial applications using various types of data.  The resulting content is then visualized in real-time and spatially interacted with in 2D or 3D within a web browser or any Microsoft Office document.  GeoViz will enable users to explore and collaborate information from tools, external repositories, documents, M&S, test data and Integration Level Hierarchy (ILH) data within the Internet Explorer web browser using a distributed client/server system architecture.  GeoViz data providers can configure the GeoViz Graphical User Interface (GUI) to organize and register data in accordance with specific requirements within the GeoViz server.  This includes any 2D/3D GIS, CAD, textual, database, C4ISR, imagery, raster, aerial photo, terrain elevation data, weather, vector, temporal, physics based, financial data and presentations.  Fundamentally, GeoViz enables the data provider to easily attach data to dynamic and static map objects within interactive 2D/3D maps.  GeoViz will also interface with ITMF and VISION as shown in the diagram above.
